0 to nothing one of the
most lopsided scores in history.

The endowment campaign ended
Wednesday, December 20, theoreti-
cally at midnight, but really more
than an hour earlier. It was an-

nounced by a bulletin to the Associ-

ated Press, before 11 o'clock, that
the subscriptions had gone past the
scheduled $1,200,000; just how
much was not then, and is not now
known. Tt will be only a very slen
der margin, but the man who Is
missed by a shell or a White-
head torpedo, is safe, especially if
they haven't another to shoot at him.
There is no other danger aimed at
Willamette, now that the danger of
losing those splendid big subscrip-
tions that started' the campaign, is
over.

The study of finances and of per
sonalities has been practically the
only, university study during the last
week. Just who had money, how
much, and how to get it, was a tre-

mendous, compelling problem that
every student was called on to solve.
The student teams "mopped up"
most of the Salem field; getting
some money, but doing ever more in
the way of advertising the univers-
ity and Its people and its aims. It
was a liberal education In humanica
and splritul Insight.

Following the Wednesday noon
workers' luncheon, the local com-

mittees made a campaign that made
all their previous efforts look like
play. The Salem quota of $250,000
that had been lagging, was brought
up and passed with several thousand
dollars to the good. Several thou-

sand dollars was secured during the
afternoon and evening; the "200-Ciub-

the soft glow of the planet, that marked the birthplace of a
king. But there are babel sounds that drown the music of
heaven," and base ideals that blind the soul to the picture of

Christ's rebirth. They are the commercialism of Christmas.
The wise men of the East brought to the Christ gifts of

precious worth because they revered and loved Him, believed

Him to be the long-promis- Lord of all the nations, and knew

no better way of expressing their love. That is the spirit
that prompted later generations to adopt the practice of

Christ,mas giving, but it is a beautiful thing corrupted until
its original significance, is lost.

UNIVERSITY OF WASHINGTON,
Dec. 15. (P.I.N.S.) A now pro
cess for making dynamite which will
reduce the cost from about 15 cents
to G cents a pound, has been invent
ed by Prof, W. M. Dehn of the chem-

istry department. Dynamite is made
of SO per cent ammonium nitrate
and 20 per cent T. N. T., but could
find no way of incorporating the
mixture. Rut by boiling, the air was
drawn out of the sawdust and when
the volume cooled and contracted
the ammonium nitrate was sucked
into the sawdust. Tests on stump
blasting proved the now blasting
powder to be successful. University
officials are submitting a proposal
to the legislature by which the pow-

der is to be manufactured by the
state and sold to the farmers at cost.

VARIED HISTORY

Nucleus is Started in Large
Gifts by General Education-
al Board

FAITH IN W. U. IS HIGH

$350,000 Fund Hils Helped Col-

lege Since 1920; Two $100,000
Gifts Launch Campaign

The present Willamette Forward
Movement really began ten years
ago, when Wallace Eutterick, sec-

retary for the General Educational
Board, agreed that Willamette
should have bis sfupport. In 1915,
President Doney took up the matter
with vigor, to get the backing of the
board. The war practically ended all
college campaign, thouglt negotia-
tions were still carried on.

Following the war, however, Dr.
Doney resumed active work for the
securing of the educational board's
support. Tn June, 1920, the Hoard
had so thoroughly investigated Will-

amette's past and probable future,
that the Board set aside $350,000
for a Willamette fund, and at once
began paying to the university the
interest thereon. Their agreement
was to match the Interest on this
5350,000 against a like sum to be
raised by the university, apart from
its regular revenues.

The university found a few good
friends who subscribed $12,500 a
year, and this much of the $17,500
annual interest on the prospective
endowment fund from the board has
been covered each year since.

Because of the general financial
disquiet, the university authorities
had not wished to make the endow-
ment campaign this year. But as the
time set for the acceptance of the
board's offer was fast drawing to an
end, the campaign was arranged for:
The Board of Education of the Mettw
odist church wast consulted, its
trained working force brought into
the field, and the campaign was
launched.

It should be said that the impar-

tial investigation of the General Ed-

ucational Board had paid a flatteri-

ng' tribute to Willamette. It offered
to pay a considerably larger propor-

tion of the big endowment fund 35

per cent than is its usual habit. It
