New Deal Experiment
Has Been Expensive

And a Failure

"l'A going to vote for Landon
because I'm tired ot Roosevelt,"
Dr. Robert M. Gatke declared in
explaining his vote in the coming
presidential election.

Not particularly hostile to the
new deal, but favoring much of
what it has done as permanent
value, the political science pro-

fessor does not base his choice on
current party propaganda but
on a candid examination of the
underlying trends and ideas of
the campaign.

"Mr. Landon, as all other new
presidents, will retain parts of
his predecessor's administration,
for the new deal has worth even
though it is ineffectively admin-
istered," Dr. Gatke stated when
asked what he thought the re-

publicans would do if elected.
He believes the republican can-

didate will be a courageous and
intelligent executive, and will give
a sound, honest administration.

"There is nothing outstanding
about Landon," Professor Gatke
faid concerning the personal
qualities of the candidate. "He
will be sound, honest and unlike
Mr. Roosevelt quite undramatic."

No devil lurking in the shadows
is Wall Btreet, according to Dr.
Gatke. Big business is, and since
the Civil war always has been, a
force behind all politics and is to
he no more feared now than in
the past.

As one would expect he scoffs
at the fear that in the event of
a republican victory America will
go fascist. Instead he points to
the seventy years of almost un-

broken conservative republican
rule Bince the Civil war and shows
that it has gradually emancipated
the worker and farmer and has
Riven them the highest standard
of living in the world. No Thomas
Nixon Carver, he admits there are
grave social maladjustments ex-

isting and that rather extensive

Faced with the problem of a

ticket sale competition decision
and the approval of budget for
Various activities, the executive
council met for its regular Octo-
ber meeting last night at the Spa.

The athletic budget, presented
by Lestfe J. Sparks, graduate
manager, showed that football is
"holding its own" financially
speaking. Marked increase in at-

tendance at football games was
cited as the reason for financial
grid improvement.

Budget figures revealed that
the amount gained by football
and the amount spent amounted
to almost the same with a big
part of the season yet to play.

In the Wallulah budget the
amount called for was $3470 with
an additional $100 to be appro,
priated from the permanent fund.
