Is Superficial
Says Dr. Adler
CHICAGO, 111., Nov. 22 - ACP)-Mod- ern

education, with its great
emphasis on the study of con-

temporary problems, is superficial
in theory and confusing in prac-
tice.

That's the opinion of Dr. Mor-

timer J. Adler, professor of the
philosophy of law at the Univer-
sity of Chicago, and here are his
arguments to uphold his position:

"Progressivism has become so
absorbed with the study of con-le-

porary world that it forgets
human culture has traditional
root. It has substituted informa-
tion for understanding, and sci-

ence for wisdom. It has mistaken
license for liberty, for that is what
freedom is when unaccompanied
by discipline.
