Kickoff Given
At Law Meet

Tenth annual kick-o- ff dinner for
the law school drew some 175 law
students, dieir wives, faculty mem-
bers, justices of the state Supreme
Court and their wives to a banquet
in Meier and Frank's Oregon Room
recently.

Justice Randall B. Kester, guest
speaker, giving his "Observations
on the Practice of Law," recalled
his undergraduate days at Willa-
mette and commented on the out-
standing students the law school has
trained. He explained that in the
last Oregon Bar examination, five
of the top ten papers were written
by Willamette law school gradu-
ates. This fact "gives some assur-
ance that your instructors will be
of high caliber," he added.

Justice Kester also pointed out
to the students the great responsi-
bilities of the "fascinating" law pro-

fession, as he termed it.
Law School Dean Seward P.

Reese gave some interesting sta-

tistics on the marital status of law
students: Slightly over 50 per cent
of all the 120 students enrolled are
married, but of the first-ye- stu-

dents, about three-fifth- s are mar-
ried. There is a total of 83 children
of law school students.

Enrollment Up
To New Peak

An increase of 20 students over
last fall's total has already beei
shown one week after registration,
announced Registrar Harold B.

Jory. The total number of regis-
tered students now stands at 1150.

Of this total, 964 are enrolled in
the College of Liberal Arts, 67 are
enrolled in the College of Music,
and 119 in the College of Law. The
men students, as usual, lead in the
total registration with 726 to the
424 women students.

Of the 964 liberal art students,
365 are freshmen; 272, sophomores;
150, juniors; 135, seniors; 30, spe-

cial students; and 7 are graduate
students.

The College of Music shows 18
freshmen,. 12 sophomores, 11 jun-
iors, 16 seniors, 8 special students,
and 2 graduate; students in its total
of 67.

A decided increase in the total
of registered students in the Col-

lege of Law was made this year.
There are 48 first year students, 33
second year students, 35 third year,
and 5 unclassified. There is also
one woman student in each of the
three years and one unclassified
woman student.

Students have until Monday to
add classes. Courses may be drop-

ped until October 26.

The bread here is so white, almost
like cake. We are fed brown bread
because it is better for you."

In three years, after graduating
from Willamette, Jan will look over
his financial condition and try to
get his masters, perhaps at Stan-

ford, perhaps on the East Coast. He
wants to go back to Norway, where
his major in economics will come in
handv in the shipping business.

"QUITE A FEW students are
coming to America to study," Jan
said. "It is a real break to be able
to study in a different language. I
wouldn't say there is much differ-

ence between the European and the
American universities, but, of
course, I haven't been here long. I

would say that our elementary
schools are better than the schools
here," he added.

One of the best things about Wil-

lamette for Jan is that mail takes
only two days to get here from
home Oslo, Norway. But you can
be sure that whatever his interests,
his studies, his fraternity, Jan
Aaseth is happy. That's the kind of
person he is.

Off --Campus Rules Cited
Dean Rieck reminds all men

students who are living off cam-

pus that they are required to fill
out an housing blank
and have it approved by the dean
of students. He asks that men
fill out these blanks, which may
be secured in his office, as soon
as possible.

Oregon State College, recommend-
ed Willamette to Aaseth last year.
So, with everything arranged, he
boarded a Norwegian ship at Rot-
terdam just 23 days ago, for a trip
over the Atlantic ocean to New
York. The next leg of his journey
to Salem was a bus ride across the
continent. All this traveling and he
arrived here only a day late.

"From what I had heard, I had
expected much more rain," Aaseth
grinned. "But I'm happy. Nor-

way's climate is much colder and
the snow is what I'll miss."

But he brightened up when he
found several enthusiastic skiiers
here. Among thei other things he
appreciates about Willamette are
the girls. And the feeling is mutual.

THIS SUMMER, in time squeez-
ed from his work in an industrial
chemical concern, Aaseth worked
up a sun tan playing
golf. "I am planning to be on the
golf team here," he said. "At least
they told me that." His score racks
up to a low seventy.

Though Norwegian is his native
tongue, it is difficult to tell. His
English is more correct than that
of many Americans and he speaks
almost without an accent. He began
English in the fifth grade and con-

tinued it all through school, along
widi Danish, French, German and
Swedish. Thinking in English, there
are only a few words he doesn't
understand in his classes, but when
that happens "there is a shake-up- "

in his head.
AMERICANS DON'T seem to be

able to grasp his Norwegian name,
which no American yet has pro-
nounced correctly the first time.
The two A's at the beginning sound
somewhat like O's.

It has been three years since Jan
graduated from school in Norway.
A different school system gave him
seven years in grammar school,
three in what corresponds to our
high school, an examination, and
then two more equal to the first
two years in an American college.
The only required schooling is the
grammar school.

"COLLEGE students in Europe,
are older than those in the United
States," Jan explained.

With this verse, the Gilbert and
Sullivan play "Trial by Jury"
opened for the first time March
25, 1875. This tuneful mockery
of all trials has been performed in-

numerable times in the 82 years
since.

Originally conceived as a curtain-raise- r
for Offenbach's "La Peri-chole- ,"

"Trial by Jury" was actually
given as an after-piec- e, soon be-

coming evident as the main attrac-
tion. The actual time of prepara-
tion for the production of the play
was a tribute to the amount of
work that can be done in very little
time. The words, music, and all
rehearsals were completed in three
weeks.

"Trial by Jury's" subject, breach
of promise, is as close to contem-
porary life as Coca Cola. It is
treated in the humorous vein by
which mankind revenges itself on
its established institutions. "Trial
by Jury" has always been a favorite
of audiences for its simplicity, light-
headedness, and gaiety.

Gilbert must have found writ-
ing "Trial by Jury" a delight after
the dull days in a law office. For
Sullivan, it was a holiday in melody
from the church and orchestral mu-

sic whose composition had made
him nationally famous.

'Battle Axe,'
WU's Record
Put on Block

A perfect record will be at stake
when the Willamette Bearcats
tangle with the Whitman Mission-
aries in the annual Parent's Week-
end football classic. The record
which exists between the two arch
rivals is the one amassed by Ted
Ogdahl in five years as head foot-
ball coach at Willamette five con-- "

seeutive victories over Whitman.
This record has enabled the Wil-

lamette student body to keep in
their possession the huge "battle
axe" which hangs in the basement
of Waller Hall.

Although an Ogdahl coached
team has never lost to Whitman,
each year has seen both squads give
their all, and from their efforts has
emerged a real gridiron "donney-brook.- "

Last year's classic was a

prime example a 7-- 7 tie.
The outlook for Whitman tills

year is still uncertain. This could
be the season when Whitman, after
knocking on the door of fine teams,
could produce a standout. The
1957 turnout was one of the largest,
numerically, in many years. Much
of the talent was, however, new and
inexperienced.

In the past two seasons, Whit-

man has notched four wins in its
first six games, but injuries and lack
of depth have made the tail end of
the schedules somewhat less than
successful. This year's Missionary
squad boasts such men as end Bob
Schembs, 6-- 2 and 205, an

choice in 1956, and
and Little

choice George Sullivan.
Rest assured, Coach Ogdahl will

once again have his Battlin' Bear-

cats primed for this football classic.
Last year the Ogdahlmen were on
die Whitman six-in- line and
could not push it over. Six more
inches would have meant a clean
victory instead of a tie, and that
would have meant a piece of the
Northwest Conference title.

WHEN THE Willamette University Bearcats leave the
Portland airport Sunday, and wing their way toward that
island paradise Hawaii, it will mark the third such de-

parture for a Cardinal and Gold team. The previous jaunts
across the blue Pacific were in 1941 and 1952, with the
Islanders coming to Salem in 1950.

It goes without saying that the most memorable trip
thus far, and it probably will remain so, was the 1941 ex-
perience. The 1941 team was coached by Roy "Spec" Keene,
now athletic director at Oregon State College. The star
halfback on the club was Ted Ogdahl. The team left aboard
the U.S.S. Lurline and arrived in Honolulu a week before
the game, which was played on December 6.

ON DECEMBER 6, the Willamette University Bearcats
met the University of Hawaii Rainbows in a thrilling, rough
and tumble affair, with the Rainbows coming out on top
20-- 7. Any excitement due to the game was quickly forgotten
the next day December 7, 1941. The team was about six
miles from Pearl Harbor, which was plenty close enough.
As soon as the air raid signals sounded the "all-clear- ," the
entire Bearcat squad was put on 24-ho- ur guard duty.

It wasn't until the Christmas holidays, that the foot-
ballers were able to sail for home. They were brought back
on the U.S.S. President Coolidge, a ship rushed into duty
to carry wounded soldiers back home. The members of the
team took care of the wounded for the entire homeward
trip.

IN 1950, the Rainbows came to Salem and battled the
Bearcats to a 21-2- 1 standoff. In 1952, Ted Ogdahl made his
first trip to Hawaii as head coach of the Bearcats. This
marked the first trip to the islands since the 1941 fiasco.
The team stayed at the Edgewater Hotel in Waikiki and
enjoyed a relatively quiet stay, as compared to 1941.

Once again Willamette and Hawaii battled to a tie.
This time the score was 7-- 7, and all Hawaiian newspapers
carried it as one of the finest games played on the home
turf. This time there was no bombs popping just shoulder
pads and the Bearcats flew home safe and sound.

THIS YEAR the team will leave Sunday the 5th, and
play on the 11th. They will stay at the Edgewater Hotel
in Waikiki, and hold daily workouts until game time. The
1956 edition of the University of Hawaii Rainbows is sup-

posedly one of the strongest teams ever fieldeU at that
school. Thus far this year they have played four games,
winning three of them. They opened the season against the
Hawaii All-Star- s, dumping them 32-1- 4. They beat Lewis
and Clark 40-- 6, and last weekend they turned back Hum-
boldt State 24-1- 2. Their only loss was to a strong Utah
State team 26-1- 2.

Coach Ted Ogdahl is in his sixth

season as head football mentor for

Willamette University. He gradua-

ted from Willamette in 1946,
to receive his master's de-

gree in 1948. Coach Ogdahl's play-

ing career was highlighted by three
years of st

selection, Little and
a stint with the professional San
Diego Bombers in the old American
League.

Employing a Split-- T offense and
his newly devised "two-platoo-

system, Coach Ogdahl led his Bear-

cats to a second place finish in the
NW conference in 1957. This was
despite the fact the team was made
up mostly of freshmen and sopho-

mores. A firm believer in the "two-platoo-

system because it affords
more men a chance to play, reduces
injuries, and allows a player to
perform at his utmost potential
while in action.

This year's team possesses fair
speed and weight, however, tlieir
finest asset is that they love to play
football and are outstanding in tlieir
desire. Coach Ogdahl states in his
own words, "They have as much
desire as any squad I have ever
coached."
