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Chief Justice Henry J. Bean
and the six associate justices of
the Oregon Supreme Court decid-

ed about 250 cases coming to them
ou appeals from lower courts dur-

ing 1937.
These seven judges, constituting

the highest judicial body in Ore-

gon, holding open court on the
third floor of the marble Supreme
Court building, across State street
from the Willamette campus,
calmly and impartially considered
cases argued before them by the
leading members of the bar in the
Northwest. Then - unswayed by

passion or prejudice, with a quiet
dignity, they wrote their decisions,
applying to the facts presented
to them the written law of this
state as it has been declared by
the people and by the Oregon legis-

lature.
Litigants spent thousands of

dollars to have their cases review-

ed. Staggering sums were involv-

ed. Life and death itself some-

times hung in the balance as felons
convicted in circuit courts made
last ditch stands against confine-
ment in the penitentiary or des-

perately battled against death in
Oregon's new gas chamber. .

Who are the seven men who un-

der the Constitution of the State
of Oregon are ably exercising these
vast powers? Each of them stands
for election once every six years.

The youngest is Justice George
Rossman, who is 52. The oldest;
Chief Justice Henry J. Bean, 84.
The average age of the distin-
guished group is 63 years.

Chief Justice Bean is also the
oldest in point of service having
been on the Oregon bench for 2 7

years. Justice John L. Rand, a

member of the court for 17 years,
is second in seniority. The newTest

member of the court is Justice
Hal. S. Luslt, who was appointed
late last year by Governor Martin
to fill the unexpired term of the
late Justice Howard Campbell.

Only one. Justice Harry Belt,
is a westerner by birth. He is a

native of Salem. Justices John
Rand and Henry Bean grew up
in New England. Justices John
Bailey, Percy Kelly, and George
Rossman came from the middle-wes- t.

Justice Lusk was born in
Washington, D. C.

The entire bench is college
trained; three of them attended
western schools, four studying in
the east. Justice Rand studied at
Dartmouth and Whitman; Justice
Belt at Oregon Normal, Justice
Kelly at Albany college, Justice
Bailey at Harvard, Justice Ross-
man at Chicago university, Justice
Lusk a,t Georgetown university,
and Justice Bean at North Yar-

mouth academy, Maine.
Judge Lusk is the sole Demo-

crat in the group.

"Bruce R. Baxter Library Build-
ing," in recognition of the latter's
work in getting the building for
the campus.

tion of the structure, the advent
of the new year saw the construc:

John Seim, will enter the fray
with hopes of making the evening
a nightmare for the title defend-
ers, and local supporters of the
Bearcats will be afforded their
first view of the Maplemen in the
193 8 season against conference
opposition on the local court.

Grid Statistics
Tell Win Story

The statistical side of Willam-
ette's six victories in nine starts
this year revolve around the old
gridiron axiom of "you take the
first downs and I'll take the touch-

downs."
Coach "Spec" Keene's gridmen

were out-fir- st downed by their
nine rivals, 96 to 9 0, but piled up
17 touchdowns to score 114 points
to 77 for rivals.

Dropping decisions only to Ore-

gon State, San Jose State and
Fresno State, the Bearcats manag-
ed to hold their own in all other
departments with the exception of
aerial gains.

Bearcats Compile Statistics
Rivals completed 6 2 of 163

passes for gains of 727 yards,
as compared to 551 yards for Wil-

lamette, compiled on 5 7 success-
ful tosses In 114 attempts.

The Bearcats, adding 1516
yards from scrimmage to their
passing total, wound up with the
impressive mark of better than
235 yards gain in each of their
nine tilts.

Rivals, meanwhile, had 1,291
yards from scrimmage through
what was undoubtedly the weak
est Willamette team in four years.
Last vear Willamette had 2,67 2

yards to 1,286 for opponents, in
exactly the same number of games.

21 Passes Intercepted
Other totals favored Keene's

gridmen, who gained 301 yards
in Intercepting 21 rival tosses,
more than doubling opponents'
marks in that department.

Rivals were also shaded in
punting, kick-off- s, returning,
punts, returning kickoffs, convert-
ing points after touchdowns and
recovering fumbles.

Chief ground-gainin- g honors
went to the "touchdown twins"
Dick Weisgerber and Billy Beard

for the second straight year.
Beard, Weisgerber Stars

Weisgerber, d Little
fullback, carried the

pigskin 146 times, averaging 9

yards per plunge; punted 16
times, averaging 39.5 yards per
kick; completed 12 of 22 passes
for 189 yards; averaged 4 9.43
yards on 23 kick-off- returned
one kick-of- f 25 yards: ran 12 yards
with one intercepted pass, and
moved an additional 8 0 yards with
eight passes from teammates.

Beard did just about everything
else. The fleet Oregon City half-
back, only a sophomore, packed
the ball 120 times, gained 542
yards for a 4.5 average; punted
44 times, for a 32.23 yard mean;
passed 67 times, completing 36
for 344 yards; ran 82 yards with
two intercepted passes, returned
22 kicks 213 yards and nine
kick-off- s 209 yards, plus travelling
24 yards with three aerials from
mates.

Bennett, Lead
In the junior backfleld, Bunny

Bennett, sensational Portlander;
Larry Drury, big New Jersey
freshman, and Nell Shaffer, re-

serve full from Kent, Wash., had
the best averages.

George Abbott, consistently
strong Bearcat wlngman, from
Benson Tech of Portland, blocked
six rival punts and recovered four
fumbles, to lead the way in those
departments.

Leighton Blake, soph center
from Camas, Wash., and Bill
Stone, veteran right half from
Oregon City, each Intercepted
three rivals' passes to set the In-

terception pace.
Art Gallon, unsung blocking

half hero In the Bearcat back-
fleld, and another Portlander,
grabbed nine passes to top even
wlngmen In the
competition. Abbott, Weisgerber,
Jim McBride. lanky Portland end,
and Walt Weaver, big wingman
from Wisconsin, all took eight
aerials for runner-u- p honors.
