In our
January 13 editorial on the subject of Christian Resource

The reaction to such a policy has been interesting to note.

Absolutely
not. The contributions in the “Spotlight on the Search”
column last week was turned into The Collegian with the
author’s signature on it. The author requested that his
name be omitted and gave sufficient justification for with-
holding it from publication. The author’s name is available
to anyone who wishes to inguire in The Collegian office,

While we don't want to get the reputation of protecting
people w ho make slanderous charges behind the shield of
the “name withheld” policy we do want to make it easy
and desirable for the student to contribute. It is undeniable
that many people do not wish to contribute their ideas and
philosophies simply to avoid the reputation of presumptive-
ness that often goes with *‘getting your name in print.”
Especially is this frue in the case of articles such as those
being solicited for the “Spotlight on the Search” ecolumn.

Contributors should be willing to take the credit or
blame for anything controversial, we agree, The Collegian
will always be ready to make a\‘e‘:i]uble the name of any
author—staff member or outside contributor—io any article,

When requested by the author to withhold his name
and given sufficient reason we will comply. But his name
will always be available in our office for these who are
interested in knowing it.
