Nukes debated

Last Wednesday evening, a small
group gathered in Waller Hall Audi-
tonum to attend a Nutritton Aware-
ness Program  sponsored nuclear
power forum, in which pro- and ant-
nuclear representanves :‘«.ﬂmkc:

The forum, entitled ‘‘Nuclear
Energy i1s Here:  Should We Have
More?'" was a panel discussion

maderated by Sociology  Professor
Carol Ireson which took up three
questions concerning nuclear power:

1) Is nuclear waste an issue;

2) 1s nuclear energy one of the
most cost-effective and energy
efficient alternatives for tne I%:
rure; and

3) What are the long-term impacts
on our society if we opt for more
nuclear power plants — if we
opt for #o more plants.

After a comn flip, Chuck Johnson,
from Citizens Allied for Responsible
Energy (ant-nuclear), began

Johnson, discussing waste, said
that this may be the crucial issue
concerning nuclear energy, because
WHASLe IS ("}(l’l'(.'['l'lt‘lft [ £0 .4 [ l:nf aver
200,000 years, Man, he said, who
began agriculture just 10,000 years
ago, doesn't have the knowledge
to handle this waste. The federal
povernment has had several ideas
for disposal, but many have been
discredited by further research,
according to Johnson

Johnson said there’s no solution
to the waste problem now, and he
feels that it's too deadly to r:-lzi'.'

[n addressing the cost-etfectuve-
Johnsen maintains that toral
cost hasn't been totaled, because of
nuclear power's newness, and un:
known expenses of waste disposal.
He said up 0 40% of our encigy
could be cut by conservaton, which
is cheapest, and commended PGE
onits ef{‘ons there

In the furure, Johnson urged al-
ternative development, and predic-
ted that this would happen anyway
because of market factors.

In a more formal tone, Don Kear-
ton, 33-year employee of Portdand
General Electric, the major owner
of Trojan Nuclear Power Plant,
maintained that the waste issue was
only a polincal issue. He explained
that we don't want ro dispose of this
toxic waste in case we find a use for
it, The government sold the nuclear
idea to utilities, while assuring them
that it would reprocess the waste
President Carter has now halted re-
processing because nuclear bombs
can be made from the reprocessed
waste, and the waste could be stwlen
by rerrorist groups, Kearton believes
this was an error because the repro:
cessing plane is well-puarded and he
hadn't Lc:m'i of any waste being
stolen yet. At one point, Kearton
suggested thar the waste be hauled

Dr. Marcia Shaw discussed the dif-
ferences and similannes berween the
sexes Wednesday at the University
Convocation, She believes that worn-
en are searching for the same things
that men are — satisfying work and
love, Dr. Shaw asseried that most
differences are socially leamed, and
that there are many areas of similar-
ity between men and women that are
often overshadowed by socially emph-

asized differences

For example, 11 a normal class-
room, dress and behavior are not thar
different between girls and fellows,
whereas masculine or feminine be-
havior is much more evident at par-
ties and social occasions.

The last part of the lecture inclu-
ded audience discussion, which cen-
tered around the different ways that
men and women show emotons
and feelings. Dr. Shaw is a profes-

The
Collegian request was sharply ¢ nm'uej;ﬂ yesterday's Finance Board meetng
for asking for $2,500 more than this year for staff and writers’ salaries )

The new request increase does reflect an increase over the existing salar-
ies which, incidentally, are the same as were being paid in 1968. The request,
if granted, would increase the editor's effective salary from roughly $1.34
per hour to roughly $1.78 per hour, and the page editors, layout, calendar,
and business managers’ salaries from 83¢ o $1.25 per hour.

"*Sexdst, racist, and unfunny. "’
Thar is how one judge described Rich-
ard Wiltshire's entry in the Third
Annual Imitate Ernest Hemungway
contest. Despite this dissenung op-
inion, the Willamette French pro-
fessor won the contest and a round
trip for two to lealy . . for dinner,

The dinner will be ar Harry's Bar
and American Gnll in Florence.
Harry's sponsored the contest, and
stipulated thar the name of the res-
taurant appear in each entry.

Of 2,400 entries, there were about
28 finalists. Leon Uns (Exodus), who
apparently entered under an alias,
was not one of the 28. Jack Heming-
way (the author’s son) and Ray Brad-
bury were among the judges, and
Hemingway is said to have held out
for Wiltshire.

Wileshire began writing seriously
abour six years ago; he currentdy
has a novel with an agent in New
York. When his wife showed him ar
advertisement for the conrest in che
Saturday Review, he whipped oul
his entry (reprinted below) in one
hour, hoping that some publisher
might spot it.

The story is intended as a satre
on one of Hemingway's own favorite
short stories, “The Short Happy Life
of Francis Macomber.”” Wiltshire,
who has a "' great respect for Heming-
way as a stylist,” even though he
disagrees with many of his values,
wanted 10 “have fun with Heming-
way's style'" while poking fun ar hus
ideals. Says Wiltshire, *'I don't think
Hemungway was a racist, but he was a
lousy sexist. ™

Aside from reaching French a
WU and entering obscure contests,
Wiltshire is a free-lance journalist
for the Oregomian and Oregon mag-
azine. He also acts; you may recall
him as Sherlock Holmes in the recent
TV ads for Oregon Fryers.,

The Wiltshires plan to take their
trip to Florence sometime in June,
spending a week or so there afrer
the ininial dinner. As to the criticisin
that Wiltshire's parody is not funny,
that is for each reader to judge
after reading Hemingway's **Macom-
ber." Bur the winner himself would
warn: if the irony escapes you, so will
the humor.
