It is one of the primary purposes of Wil-
lamette University to promote the spirit of
leadership in as many of its students as pos-
sible.

If by any sfrange chance, it should be so, we
would be constrained to doubt the wisdem of
having so many houses on the campus.

Any committee should be representative
of the different interests in the school. Peo-
ple living with one particular group for any
length of time have their actions and mode
of thought more or less determined for them.
This is equally true of the independents as
it is with the fraternity men and women.

It is consistent with the policy of any dem-
veratic government, we even dare to hope
that we might be, to represent the interests
of the majority.

A more impartial distribution of student
honors would be for the benefit of the school
and aid in promoting team work.

Anent Library Hum

It is our opinion, after considerable ob-
servation, that if all members of the senior
class were as econscientious in keeping them-
selves quiet in the library as the membera of
the library committee are in maintaining or-
der, two things would result. First, a con-
giderable portion of the low hum would be
done awdy with; gecond, the troubles of the
library commitiee would be reduced by half.
Each member of the class has as much re-
sponsibility as every other member,
