Art Radiates Faith

The Willamette Art Gallery now
displays a very fine collection of
religious art objects. Mr. and Mrs,
Raymond Grimm have jointly con-
tributed to this show their lively
ceramic tiles and sculpture pieces
and dynamic black and white water
colors of Christ. Oriented around
the Catholic faith, some examples
of the Stations of the Cross are in-
cluded in the show.

Perhaps the most outstanding
feature of this show is the wvery
definite religious atmosphere ecre-
ated by the works, which pervades
the gallery—quite unlike other
shows containing religious art work.
