Comparative Psychology Devery

A consideration of species-specifi- c behavior is made through study
of the works of selected ethologists and anthropologists as well as
psychologists.

ined. Theories of behavior are studied in a broad range of species.
A laboratory is included. After class laboratories are concluded, an
independent project will be undertaken by each student. Prerequi-
site a representative course in NSM or SSc.

Psychology of Learning Devery

A consideration of the major areas of motivation and learning and
their application in the modification of behavior. A laboratory is

included so that students can study human and animal performance
and test their hypotheses. Prerequisite Psych. 25 and 33.

Physiological Psychology Devery

The relation of neuroanatomy, neurophysiology and psychopar-macholog- y

to the study of the behavior of the whole organism. A
laboratory will include the use of the stereotaxic apparatus in

and the placement of chronic electrodes and cannula,
including stimulation, recording and behavioral tests. An indepen-
dent experiment will also be done by each student. Prerequisite
A representative course in NSM or instructor's permission.

Community Organization Nordstrom
A study of the structure and use of power at both the local and na-

Russian Literature 1880-193- 2 Berczynski
This course is intended to acquaint the student with the variety of
short-live- d movements in prose and poetry from the origins of sym-

bolism to the establishments of the Union of Soviet Writers. Read-

ings include representative works of the symbolist, acmeist, futur-
ist and peasant poets and major prose works of Chekov, Sologob,
Bely, Bunin, Gorky, Zamiatin, Kaverin, Olesha and others. Majors
are required to do selected readings in the original and to meet
with the instructor for an additional discussion session each week
to examine problems of language and style.

Russian Language Seminar III Berczynski

Intended primarily for majors, the seminar provides an intensive
examination of a particular genre (or a set of closely related genres),
its origins and development. Reading and discussion is in Russian
and emphasis is on problems of literary language, although related
topics such as literary influence are also treated. Majors enrolled in
the seminar should be enrolled as well in the concurrently offered
course in Russian literature since these two sequences are intended
to be complementary. Prerequisite Completion of foreign lan-

guage requirement in Russian and registration in concurrently of-

fered Russian literature course.

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Methods in Social Research Bjorkquist

The study and application of the processes of research in the area
of social phenomena. The course will consider the formulation of
research problems. The use of such special tools as observation,
questionnaires, and interviews; and the analysis and interpretation
of data. Required of Sociology majors. Prerequisite Sociology
1 1 and Junior standing.

Senior Seminar in Sociology and Anthropology Bjorkquist

A required seminar course for sociology majors in the fall semester
of their senior year. Discussion of works by analysts of contem-
porary American society. Consideration of current problems in so-

ciology and anthropology; integration of the various aspects of the
student's studies in sociology and anthropology. Limited to senior
sociology majors. Prerequisite Senior standing, sociology maior.

The English Drama Medieval to Modern Lord

An historical and critical study of representative English plays
majortrends in dramatic literature from the medieval

period to the beginning of the twentieth century. Special attention
will be paid to the development of the principal dramatic genres
beginning with the mystery, miracle, and morality plays of the
middle ages and culminating with the comedies of Oscar Wilde. Pre-

requisite English 12 or 25 or 26.

Eighteenth Century English Literature Braden

A critical and historical study of English poetry, drama and prose
between 1660 and 1798 with emphasis upon Dryden, Swift, Pope,
Fielding, Johnson, Sterne, Burns, and Blake. For convenience the
period will be subdivided into three parts The Restoration, The
Augustan Age, and the Age of Johnson. Prerequisites English 1 2
or 25 or 26.

Piano Music of the Romantic Era Cook, J.

A survey of 19th century music literature with emphasis on piano
compositions. Emphasis will be placed on stylistic differences be- -

tweem individual composers through record listening and historical
knowledge of each composer. Designed primarily for liberal arts
majors.

Urban Sociology Nordstrom

A study of the nature of the urban community its social ecology,
its major institutions, the urban way of life, urban problems, and
conceptions of what cities might or ought to be. The modern Am-

erican city will be the center of analysis, but in an historical and
cross-cultur- perspective. Prerequisite Sociology 11 or consent
of instructor.

Collective Behavior McClure

The description and analysis of human behavior in relatively un-

structured and spontaneous collectivities, from the standpoint of
social psychology. Dynamics of panic, crowds, protest movements,
rumor, mass behavior, fashion, public opinion and social move-

ments are examined. The conditions of society which give rise to
collective behavior and what motivates people to participate in col-

lective action are also considered. Prerequisite Sociology 11 or
consent of instructor.

Ethnic and Cultural Relations Nordstrom
An intensive exploration of racial anH ethnic relations and stratifi-
cation, including theoretical, histori al, and comparative perspec-
tives. A major focus will be personal and institutional racism in Am-

erica, including historical and current analyses of major racial and
cultural minority groups. Prerequisite Sociology 11 or consent
of instructor.

Theatre Arts Searle
The study of selected plays representing more difficult and differ-
ent styles and periods than covered in Theatre Arts to determine
the aesthetic approach necessary for total theatrical communica-
tion. The various aspects of theatre to be covered will be design of
scenery, costumes, properties, and stage lighting for the desired the-

atrical effect. Individual research projects will be included. Pre-

Black Literature Powell

A survey of the development of black literature in the 20th cent-
ury from its source in rural folklore (chants, songs, etc.) to its con-

temporary poetry rooted in the language of the black man. The dis-

tinctiveness of a black literature based on aesthetics derived from a

unique black experience will be emphasized. Prerequisite English
12 or 25 or 26.

Twentieth Century American Literature Braden
A study of contemporary American fiction, drama, and poetry,
with emphasis upon developments since World War . Special atten-

tion will be given to the novels of Nabokov, Barth, Malamud, and
Styron, the plays of Miller and Albee, and the poetry of Stevens,
Jeffers, Eliot, Frost, Cummings, and Lowell. In addition, each stu-

dent will be expected to prepare a critical introduction to the works
of a writer not included in the reading list forthe course. Prerequi-
site - English 12 or 25 or 26.

World Geography Rorman

To assist students in acquiring information about contemporary
world geography. A general education in world geography. Pre-

Modern Drama Smith, D.

An exploration of modern drama from Ibsen to the present. Em-
