In tho opening game of the 1921!
basketball schedule at tho armory
Saturday night the alumni fell be-

fore tho onslaught of their more
youthful understudies, with a score
of 25 to 20. Throughout most' of
the game the opposing tallies hov-
ered within a point or two of each
other, the alumni on several occa-
sions taking the lead, but a final
rally lifted the Bearcats out of tho
danger zone in the last few minutes
of play.

Alumni Start With Rush
The scoring began shortly after

the first whistle-whe- Jackson re-

lapsed into his old habits and an-

nexed two points for the alumni
with a neat basket from the fie'd.
Two more tallies were added on the
side of Bearcat the elder before
Logan got under way with a counter
offensive, thou "Jeter" Gillette put
on a wh'rlwind exhibition in which
eight points were piled up for the
Cardinal and Gold, bringing tho
score to 14 at the end of the half,
while the alumni were credited with

The opening of the second period
found McKittrick shifted to forward
for the alumni, from which position
he worked out a long range trajec-
tory that caused symptoms of heart
failure among the Bearcat rooters.

WOMEN TO MEET

CANADIAN TEAM

Debate Arranged With Uni-

versity of British Colum-

bia; First in History

Willamette women will have an

opportunity this year cf participai-!n- g

in an international debate on an
international question. This will be
the first debate of tlie season and
will take place in Sal-- on Febru-
ary 24, between the University of
British Columbia, and the women's
varsity team.

The question at issre, which will
be also used in, the women's tryout
is, "Resolved, that the western na-

tions and Japan are jusiified in re-

fusing to relinquish their territorial
rights in China which they hold by

treaty." Willamette will uphold the
affirmative side of the question;
Canada's team the negative.

This is the first time in her his-

tory that Willamette h.'if had the
privilege of debating against the
students of another nalion.. The de-

bate was arranged by Willamette's
forensic manager, Virgil Anderson.

The early date set for the debate
with British Columbia will necessi-

tate an early tryout for the women,
which will therefore be held some-lim- e

during January. As a result
of the tryout six women will he
chosen to represent Willamette in

debate. About a dozen ot the girls
aro known to he intending to de-

bate III the tryout.
Tho men's tryout will occur some-

time, during the firr. 10 clays in

February. A squad of six men will
be selected, Including two alter-
nates. The question to be debated
in the men's tryout is. "Resolved
that the union shops should prevail
in American industry." Ill the first
men's debate Wi la met ' e will uphold
the al firmalive of lie question
a;;ainst the I' n "C'l'si ( of Itedlands
on March In Salem.

Action of Student Body

COLLEGIAN CHANGE UP

Amendments Provide for Sal-

aries for Paper Heads and for
Three Award Days

A special student body meeting
has been called for tomorrow to dis-

cuss two amendments to the con-

stitution that have been posted for
the required time. These two are
The Collegian amendment and the
award day amendment. Roth of
these amendments have been read
in a previous meeting and will be
ready for the student body to either
accept or reject.

The Collegian amendment pro-
vides that the editor and business
manager of The Collegian shall each
receive a salary oC $100 and that it'

the net earnings of the paper are not
sufficient to pay tho salaries, that
the treasurer shall furnish the nec-
essary funds out of the general fund
of the student body. In case the net
earnings of The Collegian shall ex-

ceed its expenses over and above the
amounts paid for salaries, the re-

mainder shall go one-thir- d to the
manager, one-thir- d to the editor,
and one-thir- d to the student body
treasury.

This is a change from the present
system inasmuch as at the present
time the editor receives no
salary but is given credit in
the English department for his work,
and the manager is given a commis-

sion of two-thir- of that which the
paper earns over and above all ex-

penses.
Three Award Days Proposed

The award day amendment pro-

vides that the athletic awards shall
be made three times a year, immedi-
ately after the end of the season for
the three major activities instead of
twice a year. This amendment was
originated and is fostered by the
"W" club.

"If time is left," says student
body president Rickli, "a discussion
will be held on a further report on
the honor system. Several additions
have been made recently by the com-

mittee and their report Thursday,
may contain some changes over their
old reports."

After the student body meeting,
Yell King "Fergy" will take charge
of a rally for the Whitman games
Thursday and Friday.

Long List of Activities Con-

nected With Life of Mr. How-er- s;

Condolence Expressed

Harry Bowers, a graduate of Wi-
llamette university in the class of
191$, died at Beedersburg, Ind.,
January 3. after a prolonged period
of ill health. Death camo, however,
after a short illness. Mr. Howeis
was visiting relatives previously
having been in Chicago for medical
treatment.

Mr. Bowers came to Willamette in
1914, having graduated from tho
Brownsville high school in 1913 and
for the year following taught In a
country school. Immediately upon
his arrival in Willamette he was
recognized for the superior lender
that he always proved to bo and
was elected president of his class.
In his sophomore and junior years
he was manager of the 1). D. club.
For four years he sang in tho gleo
club and for throe years in the vur-s't- y

quartette, lie was alwo manager
of the 191S Wallulah and a member
of the executive coinmitfeo. In his
Inst year at Willamette ho was pres-

ident of the Websterian literary so-

ciety and president of the student
body.

Joined Army in 11IK.
In 1 91 S Mr. Bowers, who has been

affectionately known as "Baldy" by
his host of friends, joined the army.
Hei'o, following a typhoid innoculn-tio- n

he became seriously ill and it
was the effoct3 of his sickness that
caused his untimely death.

In the fall of 1920 he took the
position of superintendent of schools
at Milton. Before the year was up
his failing health forced him to
leave his work and from this time
until his death ho struggled for re-

covery.
Mr. Bowers was the adopted son

of Mr. and Mrs. E. H. Bowers of
Brownsville, his parents having both
been killed in an automobile acci-

dent four years ago.

I're.sidi'nt lOxpresscs Appreciation
At the chapel hour on Friday tho

news of his death was brought to
the student body. President Doney
and several of the s'udents expressed
a sincere appreciation of the super-

ior character and worthiness of Mr.

Bowers. The mosna go of condol-
ence sent to Mr. Bowers' family from
the student body, in part follows:

"The student body of WlllamotU
univeiVsity hastens, upon receiving
word of the death of Harry Bowers,
to send a message of condolence.
Our hearts would do more; yet It is
not ours to give more than an ex-

pression of our deepest regret at
the untimely withdrawal ot a per-

sonality such as Harry possessfid.
"There aro still In Willamette

many students who knew Harry per-

sonally. None who klww Mm failed
to love him to love him beca iiho
from every v iewpoin t from w hlch a
man ran study a comrade Harry
proved to exemplify tho ideal. His
councils were sought, his knowledge
was extensive, his presence breathed
power.

Lack of Old Material Causes
Witman Mentor to Make

,. Changes in Lineup

WHITMAN COLLEGE, Jan. 10.
(Special to The Collegaln) Whit-
man College is appreheDsive. There
is hope that the Missionary basket-
ball squad will win from the Wil-
lamette, but not enough is known of
Willamette's strength to warrant
more than hope.

When the Missionaries left Thurs-
day evening for their first series of
games, there was le3s of joy at the
prospect of reading results of the
coming games than ia wont to be
when Whitman teams go on trips.
Whitman students looked forward to
the loss of two games at the hands
of the O. A. C. five, and to a prob-
able duplication at the Oregon Uni-
versity's lair. The one hope held
out was when the Whitman men
clashed with Willamette.

Willamotte Is Feared
It may be that Willamette will

spring a surprise that will have dis-

astrous results to Whitman percent-
age in the conference standing, but
Whitman's expectations do not take
such an arrangement into serious
consideration. The prowess of Boh-le- r

teams is given due credit, for
Whitman looks to Boliler as one of
the best basketball coaches in the
Northwest today. The hope is that
Bohler has not the material with
which to work.

Whitman has not a
team this year. A center is needed,
and needed badly. The loss of Rey-
nolds, rangy center of last year's
varsity, was keenly felt. Nat Pen-
rose, who held down one ot the
guard positions last season, has been
lining up at center during practice,
alternating with Knudson. Penrose
is faster, a better shot, and plays the
better teamwork., but is entirely
lacking in height. Knudson has the
height, and may be used in a num-
ber of the games.

Rich Ijends Missionaries
At forward Whitman Is also some-

what handicapped. Captain "Sid"
Rich, forward last
year, is sure of one berth, on the
forward end of the five. Sohn, a
freshman, may play the other for-
ward. Sohn is a good shooter and
floor man, but lacks something of
the teamwork that is needed. Jack
Gurian, a letterman, may play in
the place of Sohn. Gurian is small,
but is a fighter and works well with
the team.

Schroeder and Chandlor will prob-
ably play the guards. Schroeder is
one of the steadiest men on the
team, and. is an player.
He shoots with accuracy, and passes
in fine style. Chandler is also a
flno shot, and plays the running
guard. Ho is a freshman at Whit-

man this year, and should make a
good Bhowlng. Comrada, the third
guard taken on the trip, is big and
may bo used for that reason. Ho

has not the teamwork of the other
two, is not the shot, and is a poorer
guard, but has nevertheless put, up
somo keen competition for the place
on the team.

Results ot tho Willamette games
aro hoing awaited with more anxie-

ty than any other games to be
played on the trip. Whitman is

waiting and hoping.
