Miss Evadne Harrison won first
place in the Keyes' Oratorical Con

test Friday night and as a result wi.M

represent the university in the Stat"
Intercollegiate Contest which wiii

take place in Salem March 8.

The orations were of a high order
and were excellently given. Four
orators in all took part in the con-

test. The winning oration was en-

titled "The Army of Mercy," and
dealt with the subject of the Red
Cross. It gave the history and pui
poses of the organization and con-

tained a very strong plea for popu
lar support of this agent of relief
for the wounded and suffering.

Paul Wapato, winner of second
prize, took as his subject "The Van-

ishing Race." His treatment of it
dealt with the injustice of the pres-

ent plan of cooping the Indians up on
reservations, and especially the In-

dian agent system. What the Indian
needs, he said, is to go out into the
world and establish himself as th
white man does.

"Power for Service," was the top?c
of Louis Stewart's oration. Knowl-

edge and power should not be used
only for selfish ends, but should be
bought for and used as a means of
service to humanity.

"Law and Liberty" was the title ot
the oration of William Nicholl. Liu
erty has too often become confused
with license, and must be controlled
by law in the interests of the public
at large.

Prizes of $15 and $10 were given
to Miss Harrison and Paul Wapato j

winners of first and second places,
respectively. These prizes were given
by Mayor Walter E. Keyes, a promin-
ent Salem attorney. Tho student
body and university owe much to his
helpful interest in oratorical activ
ities.

My wrist watch is doinjr fine ami
you can hardly imagine how much
satisfaction I get out of it. We have
had to move the time ahead nearly
every day so I haven't been able to
see just how good time it keeps. It
takes some time to get use to carry-
ing a wrist watch so that you don't
smash it on everything, especially on
a steel ship.

"What have we done on ship
board? Aside from sleeping and eat-
ing we haven't done much. Tried to
do some washing in the salt water
and gave it up. Also took a bath (or
went through the motions) when the
ship was pitching some sensation.
Did guard duty one night and it was
great walking one's post near the
ship's bow and finding the way
around after dark with the spray
flying in all directions.

fetid air. The Germans were 100
yards away. In between looked like
a lot of country anywhere. Shells
were coming in casually, landing in
a field about 100 yards away. When
we came hack along the communica-
tion trench wefound the coiling of it
(what we call the sleeper in a mine)
shot through with a shell.

, Fords Are There.
Then' I went to find our battery.

Out along an old Uoman road we
cp me to a farmhouse located where a

wise farmer would place it. The
house wns in ruins. All through this
section men had been buried where
they fell, batteries were dug in on
the hillside, and soldiers were bil-

leted in the ruins of villages. The
fields around the farmhouse wei c
shell-pitte- The Germans threw in
one more shell at the house and
killed two cooks and an assistant.
Somewhere along the road a battery
was dug in on the roadside. You saw
gun-pit- s and then nine-fo- dugouts
and then more gun-pit- There was
chicken-wir- e with grass tied in for
camouflage, a wooded hill, ana a

maze of barb-wir- I went into the
mess kitchen for American soldiers,
got the loan of a mess-ki- t, and had
prunes, potatoes, meat, and bread. I

slept on the mountainside in my half
of a pup tent, with my head cupped
in a trench shovel. We went to bed
at 6:15. Life Is blank after the active
hours.

Anxious to Fire First Shot.

In the morning we dug emplace-
ments for the guns. We were sup-

posed to wait till the four guns were
dug in. But when the first gun was
nested the boys couldn't wait to get
the rest ready. They had to let the
Eoches know they had come. At 4

p. m. on October 24 they sent the
first shell fired by an American bat-

tery from an Amreican-du- g emplace-
ment. It was Battery of the

Field Artillery.
"Here's the first shot wie're hand-

ing to the Germans," they said, and
they all agreed it had to kill at least
thirty-si- x men.

. One man said our aim was bad.
"In about fifteen minutes," he

claimed, "you'll see a German pop
up over the hill asking, 'Did we
throw them something?' "

Used French Shells.

We sent four shrapnel for range,
and took the distance at six thousand
yards.

"Minus five to the left, same
range," came back on the telephone,
and then,

"She's on her way."
They gave me the case of the first

shell. I carried it on my belt, where
it kept rubbing the spine. The boys
fired five rounds before supper. They
used French Seventy-five-

low in ihe trenches.)
"When our Ameiican troops started

for the front we fed them every four
hours for forty-eig- hours. They
came in cold and tired and thirsty.
We had six hundred loavus of brea';
for them, twelve cases of jam with
twenty-fou- r cans ?n a case, and throe
hundred pounds of coffco. We had
two cheeses, weighing ISO pounds
each. We took a location on the
Quai, set up stoves, a boiler and
served real American coffee. W?
gave the coffee away. Four sand-

wiches we charged 2 5 centimes.
They cost us 3 5 centimes. I went
thirty-si- x hours on four slices of
hi ead and a coffee.

Then I started off with the mon
artillery, they were. We left at 8

p. m. on a Friday. Twenty-nin- e of
us were in a box car with a bale o.

hay. When the wire came off the
hay we needed a gas mask for tlu
dust that shook out. There wasn't
room for all to sleep. We were sad-

dlers, shoers, mechanics, the ninth
section of a battery.
First Night Out With the Artillery.

We woke to a foggy morning. The
men thought they were on. tho way
to Paris. But we had come to the
city of , in a corner of France.
We took the guns off the wagon, and
marched seventeen kilouieters to
the town, of . We slept that
night in the loft of a barn. Ivlen Lad
been billeted there before us. and by
morning I had a ring of white welts
around my ankle from lice. We lived
there for three days with those vis-

itors that didn't appear on the roll-cal- l.

And for nine days we never
took our clothes off.

The boys were advised to slip off
their revolvers. We rented a kitchen
as a storeroom for the guns. In rent-

ing that kitchen I wore out my twenty-t-

wo words of French, but we got
tho kitchen and we slept there in
the room with the guns. We stayed
five days in the place with the main
hores line of the battery. The horses
had large appetites and ate up cais-
sons and any other leather stuff. One
man came in and reported with his
overcoat in rags. He said he was
sorry, but his horse had got hungry
in the night.

Everything Is Broken By Shells.
I thought I would go further up,

so I got a horse. He was thin. I
give you that for background, so you
will be sympathetic to my next. The
orders were to ride bareoack, ana I
had to ride him bareback razorback.
For the next two days I ate my meas
standing up.

Then I went to the brigade com-

mander, and he let me go to the
front. We came to the first village
this side of the border. It was full
up of men billeted, x said I was
tired enough to give seven francs for
a bed. An old woman gave me a
room in a house with the end blown
off. She was caretaker. The family
had fled. She seemed to feel this
way about it: "I'm about at the end
of the line, anyohw, and I'll stay by
the stuff."

Two colonels walked me up to the
dugouts, and that was where I part-
ed friendship with my long overcoat.
It slapped mud every step.

Thirty men were in the dugout in
