Miss Aetna Emme has jirst visited
our campus for a few days en route
to India, bringing a good deal of
news from Old Willamette.

I am liking China so well that. I

am quite likely to slay longer lhan
had planned when first coming.

The work is keenly interesling and
the results far reaching. While the
whole western world is torn with dis-

content there are only minor dis-

turbances out here and the whole
Orient, excepi ing our island neigh-

bor, is progressing in every way. We
consider it a privilege to be out here
helping lo train Christian leaders for
the great fulure that is coming to the
Far East.

Out here in China we are more
than ever proud to be Americans,
proud to point to (lie dealings of
Uncle Sam wilh far off Cathay. The
Chinese recognize Amreiea as their
only sincere friend and that makes
our position here highly favored
above (hat of other nationals.

Any Willamette people going
thru Hong Kong to India or else-
where will find it to their interest to
visit Canton, the most Chinesie city
in China, and a warm welcome will
await them at the Canton Christian
College. Canton is changing rapidly.
In the past year four or five miles
the city wall have been torn down to
make way for wide streets and trol-
ley lines. Other improvements are
going on apace but still we hope that
the city will never lose certain fea-
tures that make her unique.
