COLLEGE LIBRARY GETS
NEW BOOKS IN SPANISH

Practically all of the new books
this week are Spanish novels, and
have been secured preparatory to
Hie cour.se in literature lo be given
next year by Professor Phillips.
Among these are books by such
prominent Spanish writers as Perez
DeAynla, Manuel Gal vest, Pio Baroja.
Concha Espina and the popular nov-
elist, V. Blaseo Ibanez. The only
other new hook this week is "The
Private Life, of the Romans," by
Harold Whetstine, Johnston, profes-
sor in Latin in the University of In-

diana. As is implied by its title,
this book is concerned with a most
detailed study of the private life of
the Roman people. Such interesting
phases of their life as travel and
correspondence, amusements, child-
ren and education, marriage and the
position of women, clothing, food
and meals, slaves and burial cus-
toms are considered. These things
have a, double interest for us since
they are interesting not only as in
the case of any foreign or ancient
people, but also because they help
to explain the powerful influence
which that nation exerted over the
old world, and which is in some

felt today.

The ethical duiies and obliga-
tions to partMifs have ber-- so precise-
ly and exha nst i ve y prescribed by
t he Con fucian code of moral la ws
that tho ordinary Chinese have been
most strictly obliged to move about,
nil her mechanically, in some pre-

determined human relationships.
Often for the sake of a doubt ful
friendship among parents, children
have been forced into unhappy mar-
riages. And almost as often, mar-
riages have been arranged with a
purely financial consideration, either
for the children or for the parents.

The psychology of these forced
marriages is, however this that a
matrimonial coercion in jtsp will ho
enough to make an otherwise happy
marriage unhappy, and that a mar-
riage restricted by (lie tyranny of an
economic consideration will carry
with it the idea of the cheapening of
human value. Vnfil recently the
youth of China, because of lack of a
unified courage to openly revolt
against the parental interference
with the most sacred human institu-
tion, has resigned its destiny to fate
and lias quickly allowed (his dissat-
isfaction to take on a domestic color.

The individuality of the youth of
China has, further, been militated
ngnlnst by the age-lon- g practice of
filial piety the strict performance of
which has made the personality of
the younger generation a matter of
insignificance. In the ease of a
clash between the duties to parents
and the obligations to society in gen-

eral, almost invariably the interest
of parents has emerged triumphant.
Thus In the name of filial piety,
countless anti-soci- actions have
been purposefully overlooked. This
filial piety in China, like patriotism
in the West, errs in restricting an
undivided loyalty to a certain por-
tion of mankind almost to the prac-
tical exclusion of the rest.

The Cori'iipfrion of Officialdom
In spile bf"the fact that the Con-

fucian teaching has been very strong
against official corruption, the un-

precedented corruption of officialdom
m China at present may be definite-
ly traced to the extreme practice of
other equally emphasized teachings
of Confucius. PubliV: opinion has al-

ways demanded that the prosperity
of one member of the family should
be willingly and cheerfully offered
to be shared in by the rest. No mem-
ber of the family could remain long
In position without1 seeing that his
sense of loyalty to the family has
been satisfied. The family feeling
in China has been rooted in the
Chinese too deeply to give way to
any public" spirit.

Moreover, the corruption in offi-
cialdom resulting from the extreme
practice of family loyalty has been
intensified by the indifferent alti-
tude toward such corruption, an atti-
tude generally held by the public in
time of any overwhelming chaos, po-

litical or otherwise. Recently, how-
ever, the Youth Movement: in China
has plunged itself more and more
into this political chaos as a force of

prared tills statement, "If you as.-e- rt

that your reverence for our Celet ial
dynasty fills you with a desire to ac-

quirer our civilization our ceremon-
ies and laws differ so completely
from your own that, evon if your y

was able to acquire the rudi-
ments of our civilization you can
not possibly transport our manners
and customs to your alien soil."

Xo one can clearly understand
China until this statement has ceased
to seem absurd. It was an expres-

sion naturally flowing out of the
vanity of China, out of the then bril-
liant culture of China.

Kuvlroiiment .Vow ew
Since this impact of Western civ-

ilization, however, China has been
thrown into an entirely different en-

vironment to which her limited ex-

perience has not been able to adjust
herself. Her old balance and equi-

librium based on her native village
economy has been slowly and grad-
ually destroyed. To meet these new
Kttuations created by this new con-

tact with the. West, China wjth her
patriarchal, medieval civilization is
undergoing a critical ordeal. Her
family tie has begun to break down,
threatening the very fabric of her
.social life. In this newly created

she is showing the weak-
ness of her civilization no longer

'able to keep her in pace with the
torment of the new industrial world.
The best minds in China are groping
desperately to find a means by which
China can utilize the scientific re-

sults of Western inquiry without
violating' her true nature.

AVhnt Chinese. Fninilisni Is
The problems of China can be bet-

ter understood with a careful study
of her family life the unit of Chin-
ese collective, life. The family is of
the patriarchal type, including in one
family several generations. The fa-

ther is" the patriarchal chief, having
Mtipreme authority over all members
of the family; as a general rule, he
is a benevolent despot. The family
interests are one. If one member
suffers, all suffer with him; in the
success of one all members share.
The wide range of conduct in this
family socialism Is regulated by the
codes of family laws molded and
shaped by ages of experience of col-

lective life. Almost invariably dis-

putes between members of the fam-
ily are settled within the family with-

out calling any assistance from the
government, even in the case of

between families, thus lessen-

ing the burden of the political ma-
chinery-; This family autonomy ac-

counts, to a large extent, for the sta-

bility of her civilization. On its path-

ological side, this local autonomy of
the family leads to the enslavement
of thought, the submerging of indi-

viduality eepecially in matters of
marriage, and the corruption of of-

ficialdom which in turn lead to tho
maladjustment of life of the Chinese.
; ' . Thought Knslavod

Krom time jmmorial and through
the mighty currents of life, the an-

cient Chinese had been gathering
bits of wisdom, and. by the guidance
of these hits of wisdom, had been
Bhaping the destiny of the Chinese
race. This randomly gathered wis-

dom of experience, which later
the very foundation of the Con-

fucian School of Philosophy regulat-
ing human relationships, has been,
by the undoubted prestige of Its an-

tiquity, a rather dreadful tyranny of
folkways. The Confucian system of
philosophy has been so well and so
completely regulating the dolails of

conduct nnrt the delicate relation-
ships of life that any symptom of
creative thought contrary to this
system lias been refused even the
slightest consideration. The philos-

ophy of Lao-tz- a contemporary of
Confucius, has been criticized by tho
Confucian school as traveling out-

side of the rules of life for Loa-tz- e

wns' the author of the philosophy of
political or other-

wise, the counterpart of Western
"laissezfuire" doctrine. Prom then
on the Confucian system of philoso-

phy has been holding undisputed
sway, and the source of this philo-

sophical strength is undoubtedly the
authority this philosophy assigns to

sovereignly and ape. For centuries

China's life. As a whole, before the
impact of the West, (lie family was
truly the best unit of social struc
ture for China; but the industrial-
ization of the world has int reduced
so many new and powerful elements
info life that an immediate

of the best available human
experience is most desi ra ble. Merely
to copy the methods of the West and
to preserve unchanged, the ancient
spring of ethical conducts are equal-
ly undesirable. One must critically
accept what the Wesl has to offer
and carefully bying it into sympa-

thetic relation with the best in Chin-
ese life and thought.

Recent developments in China,
however, indicate (he tendency to
national patriotism, which is rapidly
taking the place of family loyalty.
This tendency is inevitable unless
the West; can show China the best
elements ot its civilization. Instead of
the worn-ou- t instil ut ion of brutal
physical force. To effect the transi-
tion from this family loyalty to world
loyalty, without going through the
expensive stage of national patriot-
ism, requires n hearty cooperation of
the most enlightened people in every
hind. China cannot do more than
her own share in this great human
struggle; the West lias its responsi-
bility.

Snent is still in its infancy, too weak
to arouse public sentiment so com-

pletely nullified by the pacifist ic in-

action resulting from a contempla-
tive outlook for life.

Slill moreover, this official corrup-
tion is greatly increased by the pro-
tection offered by the capitalist for-
eigners to tho niirp ousted corrupt
Chinese officials. The "in-
ternational concessions," the curses
of Western civilization, efficiently
shelter most, if not all. of the crim-
inal politicians or militarists. Tn

some cases the interested foreigners
go so far ns to invest financially in
prolonging the internal strife in
China and in setting up ousted mili-
tarists in more strategical positions.
The economic returns from such in-

vestments is well worth the effort.
Thus the corruption In Chinese offi
cialdom, originated in the ex rem e

practice of family loyalty and vitally,
bound up with tho economic enter- -
