Ferguson Gives

Talk In Chapel

Effects of the World War
On the Governments of

Today is Theme

Speaker is Well Known in
Northwest as Orator

and Historian

Reverend D. J. Ferguson, pas-

tor of the First Presbyterian
church of Astoria, Oregon, ad-

dressed the Willamette students
on "The World War and the
World Today," as the chapel
speaker Tuesday, November 23-

Dr. Ferguson outlined the ef-

fects of the world war on the gov-

ernments of the warring coun-

tries. Twenty-eigh- t different coun-

tries have changed their form of
government because of the world
war. Italy, Russia, and Germany
would not in all probability, have
dictators today had it not been
for the world war. When the al
lied powers laid out the Wiedker
Constitutions for Germany with
the calm announcement that now
Germany could go ahead with her
reconstruction program, the pow-

ers made a mistake. The consti-

tution proved fearfully inadequate
and there was created the perfect
opportunity for a dictatorship.

Austria and Hungary both had
to reconstruct their monetary sys-

tems and governmental policies as
an effect of the great war to end
wars.

The superiority of the United
States in its reactions to the war
was a point of the address. Dr.
Ferguson was speaking of the
spirit Americans hal shown in
great crises and mentioned Pa-

trick Henry. Giving his immor-
tal words Dr. Ferguson said, "Pa-

trick Henry said "Give me liberty
or give me death," and he'd only
been married two days."

The loss in human lives was
brought in and the students were
asked if a war to make the world
safe for democracy had proved its
worth and whether or not there
was to be another war.

Dr. Ferguson is known all over
the Pacific Northwest for his abil-
ity as a speaker and a historian
Every year finds him traveling to
some new part of the globe to pur-
sue further studies.

Dr. Ferguson is an authority on
Abraham Lincoln, and has made
a thorough study of Lincoln's life.

Professor William C. Jones has
just returned from a trip to Cali-

fornia where he had interviews
with six authorities on public ad

ministration. Without exception

all were enthusiastic about the
public administration course being

offered for the first time at Wil

lamette this year. Our location is
unexcelled they said. One of the
professors even went so far as to
say that if our students would
finish Willamette's course of study
they would be better prepared
than students of his own univer-
sity.

Among- those whom Professor
Jones interviewed were: Dr. Frank
M. Stewart of the University of
California at Los Angeles; Dr.
John Pfiffner of University of
Southern California; Dean W.
Ballentine Henley, dean of the
School of Government of the Uni-
versity of California; Professor
Edwin Cottrell of Stanford Univer-
sity; Professor Samuel C. May of
the University of California; and
Dr. Austin F. Macdonald of the
University of California.

Most of the suggestions for
changes in our public administra-
tion course were very mild as
these authorities said we had ade-
quately covered all essential ma-

terial. They were greatly impressed
with our plan of sending liberal
art students to the law school for
courses in public administration.

All six men said they would be
delighted to have any of our pub-
lic administration students for
graduate work. They will give
serious consideration to any of
Willamette's public administra-
tion students interested in scholar-
ships.

Professor Jones considers his
trip a great success and says that
Willamette is certainly fortunate
to have such authorities as these
enthusiastic about its public ad-

ministration course. Jones is hope-
ful that Professor Samuel C. May.
internationally known in public
administration and of the Univer
sity of California, will be on the
campus within the next few weeks
