Board of Truste Willumette University,

Acvording to a news telegram from Salem, appearing
in The Oregon Daily Journal, the student body of Wil-
lamette university, through the columns of the college
paper, The Willamette Collegian, an efifort is being made
to have the "age-old law against smoking on the campus
lifted,” as a poll of the students “shows a perponderance
of sentiment in favor of the reform!"

Of course 1 realize that it’s none ef my business, °*

but, as a laxpaying citizen and one who has been
proud of the facl that Oregon has at least one insti-
tution of higher learning, the Willametie university,
where the moral, spiritual and physical welfare of its
students has been guarded with a saored trust in the
past by its board of trustees, I wish to register a
protest against the lifting of the ban against “Ameri-
ca's Enemy No. 1"——cigareties!

In making the above statement T am not just “talk-

ing." I am in possession of a few facts to support that -

statement, 1 realize, however, that the popular thing to
do is "bend to the trend,” and, 1f you wish to make your-
self as unpopular as the “proverbial” poiecat at a Sun-
day school picnic all you have to do 15 1o tell the whole
truth about cigarettes. I'm willing to be placed in the
position of the unpopular polecat if my testimony can
be of any service in helping to enlighten the public
against the menace of the cigarette evil.

Thomas A. Edison, America's greates{ scientist—God -
rest his soul—had the following to say: “The injurious
agent in cigarettes is the burning paper wrapper. The
substance thereby formed is called ‘acrolein’ I has a
violent action on the nerve ceniers, producing degenera-
tion of the cells of the brain, which is guilte rapid among
voung people. Unlike most narcotics, this degeneration
is permanent and uncontrolable. I am employing no
person who smokes cigarettes.”

It is poisoned
and may die within two weeks of birth. The post-mortum
shows degeneration of the liver, heart and other organs.
Sixty per cent of all babies born to habitual cigarette-
smoking mothers die before they are two years old. Thesze
are statements of those who have given attention to the
subject,”

by to study and, if possible, help folks Lo free them-
selves from the slavery of cigareties amnd I wish I
had the opportunity to place before the beard of
trusiees of Willamelle university some of the pitiful
letters I have received from folks whose health has
been ruined by cigarettes and also tell vou of some
of the telephone calls and letlers I receive from par-
enis whose 'teen age sons amnd danghlers have be-
come ensnared by the popular tremd of cigarette-
sucking. As one mother pleadingly said: “Our daugh-
ter was always a home-loving, parenti-respecting
girl until she started smoking cigarettes. Why isn’t
something being done about il before it's too late®"
