student recitals, intramurals the
week before final exams, and
programs, parties, meetings, mo-
vies, speakers by peripheral,
service, and honorary groups.

Dr. Frank J. Bauer, now con-
ducting experiments in the Eaton
basement to measure rat learn-
ing and the effects of ionization,
discussed the use of animals in
experimental psychology at the
first faculty forum held last
Tuesday night.

Dr. Bauer, after explaining the
procedure of his current project,
said that the relative learning
capacities of young and old rats
has been and remains a matter of
contention.

A basic problem in experi-
ments, he said, is adequate con-

trol of motivation. The water
maze being used in the local
project creates equal motivation
for young and old: to escape the
water. He pointed out, however,
that a maze is in itself a rough
measure because normal varia-
tions in the animals are always
present.

Interest in electro-convulsiv- e

shock, used as therapy in treat-
ing the insane, has also prompted
experimentation with rats. The
apparent effect is to cause for-
getting of conflicts, either tem-
porarily or permanently. Physio-
logical effects are also apparent.

Dr. Bauer related earlier ex-
perience in noting the effect of
high pitched sound on subject
rats by placing the animal under
