Shall the Classroom
: Be Ruled by Lecture

Or By Discussion
Willamette Faculty thought in

relation to the value of classroom
lecture work is quite varied. Rome
agree on the point that a combina-
tion of locture work and recitation
is ideal, while some some feel that
lecturo work should be subordinate
lo recitation. Ono Professor firmly
believes that lecture work ought to
have very liltlo part in a College of
Liberal Arts. Conservative and
radical as the views are, not one of
those Interviewed thinks that lecture
work is the most essential and that
recitation is or should bo secondary.

Dean Allien holds Iho view that
lecluro work dopollds absolutely on
tho class and Iho course for its suc-
cess. He has found from experience
that elementary courses should be in
tho form of recitation and that ad-

vanced ones ought to employ some
lecluro work, depending of course on
the size of the class.

Taking quite a different view Pro-
fessor Kirk is convinced that lerlurr
work should not bo used in the Col-

lege of Liberal Arts, unless perhaps
in Iho last year and then not more
than filly per cent. Lecture work
has its place in gradualo work, is

his content ion.
.Miss Latimer and Trofossor Sher-

man think that a combination of
lecture work and recitation through
discussion is ideal. Each is sure thai
recilation should 1)0 the basis of
classroom work. Lecture work alone
is simply an while recita-lio- n

alone is loo formal, therefore,
the two should be combined. The
whole (home of lecluro work should
bo as a reinforcement to the class-

room discussion. Miss Melton agrees
ill Iho latter point but thinks that

although lecturing is essential it

should be subordinate. All college
students, however, should come lo

school prepared and capable of re-

ceiving lecturo work.

The constitutional revision committee has responded to

another suggestion. We pause to ask them four questions:
(J) What arc they aiming to accomplish by this amendment
in regard to the permanent Collegian funds? (2) Have they
inquired as to the amount now in this fund? (3) What pro-

vision will they make for possible debts that may be in-

curred? (4) Is their plan best suited to meet existing con-

ditions?
Ry way of partial answer to these questions we submit

the following information:
The permanent Collegian fund was consciously created.

Back in May 1922 the Constitution, section 8, was revised
to read: At the close of the college year if there is a surplus

it shall be divided as follows: One-thir- d to the business
manager, one-thir- d to the editor, one-thir- d to the general
fund. The money so placed in the general fund shall be set
aside as a permanent Collegian fund, to be used for special

issues and general improvements of the paper advisable by
the Executive Committee, or to meet any deficit occurring
in the regular Collegian funds in any year." Since 1922 this
clause has been amended and It now reads:

Article 10, Section 5 A. An amount equal to 10',!: of

the funds received from the A. S. W. U. shall be placed in

the permanent Collegian fund.
K. Further profits to the amount of two hundred dol-

lars shall be divided equally between the editor and the
manager.

C. Of all other profits twenty-fiv- e per cent shall be paid

to the manager and the remaining seventy-fiv- e per cent shall
go into the permanent Collegian fund. .

In answer to the second question we quote Professor
Erickson, "There is, at present, $189 in this fund."

As for future debts, if the permanent fund is abolished
or noticeably reduced, the A. S. W. U. will of necessity need
to assume responsibility for any deficit.

We grant that the only object in allowing the fund to ac-

cumulate would be the intent of sometime purchasing some

specific thing for the Collegian or the school.
But we contend that one of two other plans would better

fit this circumstance. Either advertising might be cut to
less than 45'.!, (for 45'.!. seems to have super-finance- d the
paper which should primarily provide news) ; or a "C" clause
could be substituted for the present "C" clause that read:

"Of all the profits twenty-fiv- e per cent shall be paid to
the manager and one hundred and fifty dollars shall be placed

in the permanent fund. Any surplus remaining above this
amount shall be given to the A. S. W. U."

David Starr Jordan, President
Emeritus of Standford University re-

cently set forth what he considers
the requisites ot an ideal lecture:

"A college Jecture should not be
considered as a form of entertain-
ment, though it may often be so;

Too many
lecturers try to be merely amusing,
and they are encouraged in this
course by the following of those
students who want to be entertain-
ed, not taught or inspired. The
prime use of a University is to teach
students to think for themselves;

ties, where individualism is stamped
out and all the students become one
pattern.

At different times students have been
suspended from the University for
active opposition to military drill.

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land other social groups organized for
the express purpose of promoting
good will and brothprhood among
men, and yet we find that altogether
too often these groups include only
a certain class in their membership.
They are limiting in their scope.
They take in only those who thin k

as they do, dress as t hey do, or
those who are willing to conform to
their particular way of thinking and
acting. We find this same spirit ex-

tended until it takes in the Nation.
Here it stops and we have extreme
nationalism, the enemy of all prog-

ress both individual and social. The
need of the world at the present
time is for men and women who are
willing to extend their understand-
ing and sentiments so as to include
all nations and races o the world.

Looking out over the world today
we see discontent and unrest on
every hand. Race, religion, national-
ism, and economic exploitation are
forces at work in every country tend-

ing to keep men divided and making
it impossible for good will to exist
between men. We hear much about
social service programs and inter-

national courts of justice to outlaw
war and preserve peace, but we will
never have a new social order, we

will never have permanent peace un-

til we have men and women in whom

the spirit of good will lives and
reigns supreme.

Then the question comes to us,

what can we do as students on this
campus to promote a spirit of good

will in the world? The first thing
that we can do is to get an under-
standing and appreciation ot the in-

dustrial economic, and international
problems that are confronting the
world at present time. The indif-

ference of the average student and
faculty member of this school in
regard to these vital questions that
are confronting the world at present
time is alarming. No matter what
field of endeavor a student is plan-

ning to enter after graduation he
will find that his social relationships
is one of the most important aspects
of his vocation, hence a knowledge
of the social problems is imperative.
As an illustration of the indifference
of students to these vital problems
we can site the instance of the speak-

er who was recently brought to the
campus, considered to be one of

greatest authorities on international
problems, and twenty-fiv- e students
turned out to hear him, free of
charges, and four hundred and seventy-l-

ive spent from thirty-fiv- e to fifty
cents on some picture show or other
equally valueless frivolity on the
same evening. Then in the second
place we can see to it that all organi
zations to which we belong, whether
fraternity, society, Y.M. or Y.M.,
maintain and encourage a spirit of
good will to all students on the cam
pus. Unless we can have the spirit
of good will to all students in the
groups with which we are connected
here at Willamelte it is hardly pos-

sible that we will be able to extend
our understanding and sympathy to
include all nations and races of the
world. Gale Seaman has said that
whenever you treat a man outside
your fralernity with a different
brand of brotherhood than you treat
the man in your house your frater
nity lias failed. For the fraternity
was organized for the express pur-

pose of promoting the spirit of
brotherhood, and a true spirit of
brotherhood cannot be contained
within the walls of any fraternity,
or sorority or even a church.

And in the third place we can
make every effort' to see to it that
a spirit of good will to all men is
an actuating force in our everyday
lives. This is most important for
out of the heart of man proceeds
those spiritual forces that rule the
very destiny of mankind. It is of
vital importance that we as indivi-

duals have this spirit of brotherhood
in our own hearts and lives for with-

out it living and moving in our own
lives it is impossible for us lo extend

it to others. We cannot hopo to

create in others that which we do

not possess ourselves. w e cauuui
export something that we have not.
And two thousand years of experi-- !

ence has taught the world that there
is only one true source of this spirit
of universal good will and brother- -

hood and that is Josus Christ. If
every student; on this campus, and
every citizen of the world, would
come to Him and receive His bless-- I

ing of understanding and love for a.ll

men. tile problems of this campus.
