in this Board should determine cen-

sored material. Paul Buckley was
appointed student at large to work
with the Editor in preparing the pe-

tition.
The Collegian first came under

faculty censorship last spring when
there was a grave disagreement be-

tween the editorial staff and the fa-

culty. This fall faculty action voted
to continue censorship. The student
body vote concerning a new cen-

sorship board is the result of care-
ful consideration of thu matter, and
profound respect for t he authority
which makes possible the perpetua-
tion of such institutions as Willam-
ette University.

The University of Southern Cali-

to 33. The game was the fastest
that has been playde on tiie Willam-
ette floor this season, and was kept
at such a terrific speed throughout
the contest that it seemed several
times-- ' as if the Bearcat team, inferior
both in weight and in height, must
break.

I will
venture to say that the United States
has failed in her own principle.
