Today each individual faces
the problem of whether he will
support the entrance of this
nation in the mad armament
rush which is ruling the
world. The armament advo-
cates building a bigger gun to
lead ug toward pmcn—-v-lm h
is both anomalous and incon-
zistent. The pacifist belie
that iiu, United States should
cease ‘Tollowing the leader”
in the direction toward war,
and begin leading the world
into peace, The latter philos-
ophy entails complete dis-
armament.

Blind Obeisance

The fact that a man says
“let us disarm’' does not make
him un-patriotic. Rather, it is
a patriotic desire on his part
to see that the spirit and es-
gence of the fundamental doe-
trines of democracy and in-
dividual freedom are pre-

served—for this country, and
for the world, The pacifist’s
purpose is to present the
method he helieves will keep
the worled out of war; he has a
natural desire to see his na-
tion lead the world in a mareh
toward peace. The pacifist
would feel ashamed if his
country blindly accepted the
barbarie phllﬂ-ﬂ}{lh_\" of de-
veloping a mighty right arm
and at the same time allowed
its brain capacity to shrivel
This nation will be like a little
lamb: with no will-power of
its own, if it gives blind obei-
sance fo asinine leadership.

We abhore the procedure
of the dictators and yet con-
template falling inte step
right Lehind them. We ex-
haust ourselves trying to keep
up, whereas we should be ex-
pending our energy in blaz-
ing new trails the other direc-
tion, Thinking people know
that a ring of bayonet steel
around Lhe horders of a na-
tion no longer provides the
safety for the future. If this
country follows that policy wae
are marching in gopse-siep in
the direction of inevitable ca-
lamity.

To the student who has been taught during his college
career to separate fun from work and pure bunkum from in-
telligente, the entire nature of the state legislature offers
nothing in intellectual enlightenment or confidence. Many
times the legislature is filled with vecant seats and the legis-
lators, who are there, appear to mill around in vague adher-
ance to parliamentary rules, The bullk of the time seems to
be spent in honoring the oldest members of the body, in giv-
ing birthday grestings, pr in welcoming some favorite “grad”
who has returned to receive the adulations of his former col-
leagues. Thrown in is a little local color of sagebrush from
eastern Oregon that is paraded around as boutonniers, One
senator who was listed as the sponsor of a bill and who was
agked by the folks at home what the bill was about, rises to
state that he wishes his name stricken from the ledger, as he
knows nothing of the bill in question. At this time the legis-
lature adjourns after being in session for a half an hour and
refurns to various committee meetings. What goes on be-
hind the doors may be analogous to jury room procesdings.
Thev then return to the floor and move to adiourn on Thurs-
day to make way for a free week-end.

One senator, who is no doubt more far-sighted and in a
hurry than his eolleacues, after the first week always moves
that the legislature adjourn for good. Bub it never does.

Carlyle, the Scottish yvoleano, wrote that the ideal gov-
ernment would be 4 monarchy if the right man could be
found and that 4 demoeracy was practical only because it was
the lesser of many evils. State povernments as well as na-
tivnal governments work on this prineiple: The main problem
is to kéep people interested and out of mischiel; take up the
penple’s time with political fan-fare and the trifles of human
relationships, and the result is a peaceful realm. The British
people owe a great deal of their calm serenity to the pompous
dand showy traditions of their King and Queen,

In America, women's elubs, granges, lycenms, society
pages, and atate legiglatures fill a valoable niche in the com
placency of the people. The best stock of imperturbability of
any people lies in their desive for small falk and small acting,

The idea that the “best government governs least” is
obgolete when the thinking room of the people narrows be-
caige of increased population. Today the ideal @nd sensible
government is oné that governs most.

80 . .. when My, MeGregory rises “out of order” and pre-
pares tovote on a bill already past, there is no use to boo him
down. Bt reason as follows: The time spent by the legisla-
ture is not wasted; it is the coming fad and manifestation of
the people, learning to do “a great deal of nothing."

The fact that all business on the legislative slate could
hecompleted in a short time is beside the point. In this case
it is the action that counts and not the result.

That the World and its people are war-minded is evi-
dent.
