His Fine Effort Is Greatly Appreciated by All Who
Attend.

President Ferrin of Pacific
University, being in the city on
business, was induced to visit
Chapel and address the students.
He gave a general talk on col-

leges, college students, and the
manner of their preparation for
life's work. He compared Wil-
lamette with Pacific University
iu regard to their founding both
as to time and circumstances,
and then he compared them as
they are today iu the work they
do. Next he spoke about the
manner in which a student
should make his preparation,
saying that he should build a
firm, deep ano! broad foundation
first. As an illustration he call-
ed attention to the manner of
construction of "sky scrapers"
iu our large cities, showing how,
if a man wished to build a foun-
dation he dug little, but if he
built high he would dig deep.
In connection with this, too, he
advised strongly against hurry-
ing through one's education,
that a student should take time
to do his work thoroughly and
that the world " tould wait for
him. awhile and not go to "rack"
in the meantime. In conclus-
ion he spoke warmly of college
loyalty. He said that students
should stand by their own
school. Then he spoke of the
small college as compared with
the large college or university:
that it was no disadvantage to
be educated at a small college,
and that the instructors there
were able to give the students as
much as they were able to take
iu.

On February 22, in tbe first
M. E. Cburch, to a small but ap-

preciative audience President
Coleman delivered a lecture, a
better than which has never
been heard in Salem. His
subject was "Divine Providence
iu American History," and for
more than an hour and a half
lie held his auditors to the
closest attention. Many times
iu the course of his lecture he
was interrupted by bursts of ap-

plause.
Begining with the discovery

of America by Columbus in
1492 he traced the history of
the nation down to the present
day, pointing out numerous in-

stances where at critical mom-
ents the course of events was
changed by incidents nothing
less than miraculous, He first
called attention to the journey
of the Pilgrim Fathers to this
country in search of Freedom
when all the nations of Europe
were sending out colonizing par-
ties with mercenary ends in
view; and the landing of those
Pilgrims on the bleak and bar-
ren shores of Plymouth in the
midst of winter, which facts
were the means of shaping the
character of the nation.

He said it was not accident
which caused George the Third
to pursue the policy which fin-

ally resulted in the colonies
striking for independence. Dur-
ing the Revolution the power of
the Divine hand was even nioi.e
noticeable. Three times rain
saved Green's army in the south
and the dense fog at Long Is-

land not only saved Washing-
ton and his army, but the fute
of the nation. He asked if it
was fate which caused the mind
of the great Napoleon to grasp
the importance of the empire
west of the Mississippi, to ac-

quire it for France and then so
shaped events in Europe that he
was compelled to sell it to the
United States?

Following on down the line
he came to that greatest of all
struggles, the Civil War, men-
tioning among other things the
Merrimack and the Monitor ep-
isode, and then said that he who
wished could say it was by acci-
dent that the Union army drift-
ed into its position at Gettys-
burg Mid that intrepid general
Robert E. Lee was there defeat-
ed and was prevented from in-

vading the North. Coming
down to the present day he ask

ed if Divine Providence might
not have had a hand in so shap-
ing the course of events that the
United States has so recently
come into possession of the is-

lands.
Geer in a few

well chosen remarks, which were
very happiiy received, intro-
duced President Coleman and
at the close of the lecture stated
that he could not say that he
had ever heard a better one.
Although the audience was com-
paratively small the event was a
complete success from every
other standpoint.

Our President is loved by
every student and we are all
proud of his great lecture.

The larger
and better equipped institutions
at present are to become univer-
sities. They will receive equal
endowments if possible and the
appropriations will be large
enough to make them equal to
any institution in any part of
the country. Northwestern,

Ohio Wesleyan, Vauder-bilt- ,

Syracuse and Boston uni-
versities, will p obably be of the
future university class. The
university districts are to be
subdivided into college districts,
these in turn to academy dis-

tricts, all these schools being af-

filiated. The general board of
education of the Methodist
church will have over sight.
President Edmund J. James of
Northwestern has agitated the
scheme for some time, and it is
partly owing to his efforts that
the conference will be called,
following a senate of the Meth-
odist church composed of fifteen
members. The value of the
property involved in considera-
tion is $40,500,000, and there
are more 3000 professors and
50,000 students.
