ANOTHER VICTORY.

Dallas Goes Down Before the

Stalwarts.

About 400 people gathered in the
Willamette gymnasium last night and
saw the crack team from Dallas college
to go down to defeat before the Wi-
llamette basketball tossers to Ihe tune of
20 to 9. The fact that the timekeepers
had no whistle kept the score from be-

ing 20 to 6, Teats scoaiug the last basket
for Dallas after time was up, but before
the referee's attention could be called
to it.

Notwithstanding the large score per-

haps it was the fastest and most inter-
esting game ever played in Salem. The
first half ended with a score of 2 to I, in
favor of Willamette, and up to the mid-

dle of the last half, the two scores were
crawling up neck and neck.

At one time the score board stood
7 to 6 in favor of Dallas. Soon after
this, however, Judd opened up the fire- -

VU, Ity tutuwiir a
neat goal from near' the center of the
field, and from that time on they lame
thick and fast. Even the guards came
up and took their turn at it, Matthews
scoring 2 and Whipple 1.

If there was any especial feature of
the game it was the magnificent work
of Willamette guards. Time and time
agaiu the ball would be worked down
towaids the Dallas goal by the excel-
lent team work of the boys in red, only
to be sent back like as if by a catapult,
by the strong arm of Matthews or
Whipple. The playing of Pollard and
Polling, the rival centers, was also a
feature of the game. Pollard had a lit-

tle the best of ii throughout and .su-
cceeded in bagging one goal and holding
Polling down to none. Judd scored the
most doiuts of any single player, Teats
of Dallas came second.

The Willamette men were much larger
than their opponents. The Dallas men
put up the best, team work ever seen in
Salem.

Sec. 8. This Board, consisting of the
above named members, shall be
sible for the publishing of the Collegian
as contracted for by a committee from
the Student Body and the business man-

ager, and shall have the power of ap-

pointing any other editors that they
may deem necessary for the welfare of
the paper.

Sec. 9. Those elligible to hold the
above named offices are to be bone fide
students of any department of the Asso-

ciated Student Body.

ARTICLE IX.
Sec, 1, The manager of the paper

shall, on the first day of each month
that said paper is published, furbish a
final report to said Executive Commit-
tee.

Sec. 2. All funds accruing from the
publication of the paper shall be depos-
ited at the end of the collegiate year
with the Treasurer of the Associated
Student Body and all deficits shall be
borne by said Association.

ARTICLE X.

Sec. i. All minor details connected
with the publication of the paper shall
be settled by the staff.

AWARDS.

ARTICLE XI.

Sec. 1. The official .college emblem
shall be an old gold "W," to be award-
ed by the Board of Managers to the
members of the football, basketball and
traek teams who are elligible as herein-
after provided; a different form of"W"
for each, as per designs attached.

Sec. 2. To any representative of the
'Varsity football or basketball team in a
recognized intercollegiate contest; pro-

vided the individual has played three
full halves of game in such meets and
was a member qf the team at the begin-
ning of the game.

Sec, 3. To any representative of the
Varsity track team winning tliree points
in recognized field meet.

Sec. 4. To any person recommended
by the captain of his or her team and
the Board of Managers.

MISCELLANEOUS.
ARTICLE XII.

Sec. 1. All managers of teams or
trainers of any department, or any per-

son whatever who may at any time have
authority to spend money, directly or
indirectly, belonging to the Associated
Student Body, shall keep a strict ac-

count of the money expended, the ar-

ticles bought or purpose for which the
money was spent and in all cases where
the purchase or expenditure was to ex-

ceed one dollar, there shall at the time
of payment be obtained a receipt for
said amount paid and stating its pur-

pose. These receipts and accounts shall
be carefully preserved and turned over
to the proper departments according to
the of the Associated Student
Body.

Concluding portions of docu-
ment which will be submitted to
the Student Body for ratifica-
tion:

TEAM MANAGERS.

Article vi.
Section I. This Board of Managers

shall, within two weeks of the close of
each school year, elect a manager and
assistant manager for the tiack team for
the ensuing year, said manager to take
office with the board on commencement
day.

Sec. a. The Board of Managers shall
elect a manager and assistant manager
for tha football team of the ensuing year
with'n two weeks after the close of the
football season.

Sec. 3. The Board shall elect a man-

ager and assistant manager for the boys
and also for the girls basketball team
within two weeks after the close of the
basketball season. ,

Sec, 4. The managers shall arrange
for games, attend to transportation and
accommodation of teams on all trips;
see that proper training quarters are
provided, and shall buy all suits, appa-
ratus, etc., needed.

Sec. 5. Captains of the teams shall
be elected by the teams themselves,
each team electing a captain at the close
of its season's work.

Sec. 6. Captains of teams shall have
complete control of teams while on the
fields.

ARTICLE VII.
Sec. i. All moneys accruing to this

depertment from any game, track, meet
or benefit held under the auspices of this
department, or in any way whatever,
shall be taken charge of by the Treas-
urer of the Board, to be spent as the
Board may see fit.

Sec. 2. Auyf money remaining in the
treasuiy at the end of the school year
shall be turned over to the Treasurer of
the Study Body as uionev of the general
fund by the retiring Treasurer of the
Board.

and shall be published by the Associated
Students of Willamette University on
Wednesday of each week during the col-

legiate year.

ant editors, a business manager and an
assistant business manager.

Sec, 3. The editor-in-chie- f and two
assistant editors shall be chosen by a

competitive examination. Each con-

testant shall be required to write four
(4) editorials, the aggregate of which
shall not exceed 2000 words, and two
news articles consisting of between 500
and 2000 words each.

Sec, 4. Said editorials and news ar-

ticles to be examined and marked by a

committee from the faculty. This com-

mittee shall consist of three members;
the head of the EnglisJi Department as
Chairman, and two other members ap-

pointed by the faculty.
Sec. 5. Each contestant shall lrave

two envelopes in the hands of the faeul--

ty committee by the time designated by

the faculty committee each year. The
first shall contain a typewritten copy of
.aid article and a fictitious name. The
second shall contain the fictitious name
and the real name of the contestant.

Sec. 6. The one receiving the high-

est marking shall be declared editor-in-chie-

The two receiving the next high-

est marking shall be declared assistant
editors.

Sec. 7. The business manager and
assistaut manager shall be elected by

the direct vote of the Student Body.
