During
this time the prohibitory law has not
been in force in five of the I05 counties.
These five counties have 17 per cent of
the population and furnish 30 per cent
of the crime. The population in these
31 years has increased from 996,616 to
1,470,495, while the number of prisoners
has increased from 917 to 788. Kansas,
while purely an agricultural state, is one
of the most prosperous in the Union,
and can afford to spend $2,000,000 an-

nually on her sehools. She saves, it in
beer and whiskey.''
