COMMITTEE INVESTIGATES

Plan to Make Willamette a Mem-
ber of Federal Asso-

ciation

Willamette may soon lie a member
of the American Law School Asso-
ciation and take its place among the
foremost law schools of the country,
according to a statement made yes-

terday by Dean I. H. Van Winkle, of
the law school. "The growth will
probably be a gradual process but
the movement to advance its stand-
ing is on foot" and will probably re-

sult in its standardization as soon as
possible. Letters have been mailed
to the alumni and there seems to be
an increasing sentiment for stand-
ardizing the school.

There are a number of things
standing in the way of standardiza-
tion at present that will have to be
overcome before such a move will be
possible. Chief among these things
is the fact that at present fully half
of the students are working during
the day and come to school after
their working hours. The recitation
hours are from seven-thirt- y till
eight-thirt- y in the morning and from
five until six o'clock in the evening.
To be admitted to the association
classes must be held during the day.
Since at present changing the classes
from the present hours to regular
class room hours would involve the
reducing of the law student body by
almost half such a change may be
delayed for a year or two.

Another requirement for admission
to the American association of law
schools is that there must be at least
three full time professors in the em-

ploy of the institution. At present
Willamette has only one, the re-

mainder of the faculty being com-
posed of practicing lawyers of Salem.
A third particular in which Willam-
ette is lacking is that at present
there is no law library owned by the
school for law students.

These requirements will be met as
soon as the directors deem it pos-

sible. A committee of the board is

considering the matter now and defi-
nite plans are being worked out as
rapidly as possible. The considera-
tion of separate endowment to the
law school has been recommended
by the association of law schools, but
is not a requisite for. admittance.

FINAL ISSUE TODAY

The issue of the Collegian out to
day is the final one for the year.
Publication of the paper will be sus
pended until the opening of school
next fall.

It
is hoped that many students will
avail themselves of the opportunity
of examining the report itself. Those
so desiring should see Mr. s. H.
Laughlin who has charge of tho re-
port.

Tho first is
tuai social coniiinons on the campus
are neither democrat ic nor adequate.
And the second is that the great ma-

jority of students desire a system of
polities in which individual ability
and worth .shail elect a man to office.

ACTIVITY IS LOOKING UP

Bcrreman Expresses Opinion as
to Needed Improvement in

Student Affairs

All indications are that Willamette
will have a successful and prosperous
year in all lines of endeavor next
year, according to Joel V. Berreman,
President of tho Associated Students.
Much progress is anticipated along
the lines of school spirit and interest
in athletics. Mr. Berrenian further
believes the assignment to the Cubs
of the duties of enforcing traditions,
instructing Freshmen, and enforcing
attendance at Student Body meetings.
This will foster school spirit and
crate the interest in Student Body af-

fairs which is greatly needed.
The constituents of Willamette, ac-

cording to Mr. Berreman, consider
the school in the light of thre activi-
ties, athletics forensics, and religi-
ous work or interest. The interest
is about evenly divided between these
lines of endeavor, and Mr. Berrenian
believes that none of Willamette's
supporters will be disappointed in

their anticipations for next year. The
athletic prospects are good; forensics
are looking up, with a chapter of Tau
Kappa Alpha now on the campus, and
the hope of greater finances for next
year.

In regard to the religious activity,
Mr. Berreman says that he believes
the, past year to have seen a slump
along this line, an entirely abnormal
condition, and that what Wilamette
will do along that line next year de-

pends entirely upon the students. It
is hoped that an intelligent and

Student Body, such as is de-

sired, will see the importance of this
work and realize its duty in giving
up to Willamette standards of reli-

gious activity.
Mr. Berreman believes that the

move toward more social life is in
the right direction; that we .need
more collective social activities, more

functions, and 'less
smaller group society. The clique so-

cial life tends to occupy the time and
social interests of the leaders to the
extent that they must neglect the so-

cial life of the entire university.
In regard to student government,

the new S. B. President believes that
student control can be secured as fast
as students prove capable of handling
it. He considers the library experi-

ment not as experiment in student
government, but as a trial of philoso-
phic anarchy, or no government. The
scheme will not work; there must be

control by students or by faculty. It
can not be left entirely to the indi-

vidual.
"We should hear in mind," says

,Mr. Berremun, "that the attitude re-

garding stutlcnt government should
!not he' antagonistic toward the

questionnaire submitted to the

April 28, '2li.
The questionnaire! was so arrang-- d

as to approach each agency from
dx different angles in order to get
l full expression from the students
and to eliminate prejudice so far as
possible.

Sixteen students have been busily
niployed tabulating the results and

.letting tho information ready for
presentation. No attempt will be
made here to enumerate all the items
of the finished report, but only a few
of the outstanding facts.

The main purpose of the research
work was to gain adequate informa-
tion in regard to the relative value,
socially and politically, of the agen-

cies studied.
In all cases the church, the Sun

day School, and the Kpwortli League
received a strong affirmative vote
indicating that these agencies an
considered by the students to be help-

ful as socializing forces and as pro-

moters of social and political demo-
cracy. Athletics and games also re
ceived a strong affirmative vote.

A nuniher of agencies including
the Y. M. C. A., the Y. W. C. A.,

the Weslyans, honorary fraternities,
etc. received a comparatively light
vote, which would seem to indicate
that these agencies are not exerting
so great a social influence on the
campus as are a number of other
agencies.
