This amendment has merit in
it, and we hope to see it passed,
because by this arrangement the
student will receive full value
for the dollar and a half he pays
to become a member of the stu-
dent body.

The object of this amendment
as we understand it is two-fol-d;

in the first place to bring needed
funds in the student body treas-
ury and the second and more im-
portant, to offer an inducement,
sufficient to bring every student
of the affiliated schools into the
student body and thereby make
that body truely the representa
tive organization of the students
of Willamette University. But
the amendment will fail in the
object for which it was intended
if, in the event of its passage, the
students do not respond by com
ine: into the organization in a
body. College spirit in Willam
ette will never reach the fullness
of its force until there is em-

braced in it a feeling of unity
among all the students. This
can never be gained until limita-
tions within the student body are
completely destroyed and every
student of every department of
the University is included in the
student body organization.

We can keep the Collegian up
to its present standard only by
a hearty cooperation of all. Have
vou paid in your dollar? If not
you have not done your part.

HOW TO STUDY.

As Given by Professor Matthews
in Chapel Monday

Morning.

(Text, "And further, by these,
my son, be admonished: of mak
ing books there-i- s no end: and
much study is a weariness of the
flesh." Ecclesiastes 12:12.)

There never was a time when
all college students studied.

That a college student does
not study is not an infallible sign
that he is totally wicked or will
always be utterly useless.

In cases of success won by
men wno seem not to have stu
died, the lack of study is more
apparent than real. The rule is
that successful men have been
profound students of books, or
of things, or of human nature.

Here are some principles to be
observed m study.

1. When you sit down to
study energize your body. Sit
up to the table with both elbows
planted on it. You cannot study
in a rocking chair or with the
body wholly relaxed.

2. It is only a half truth that
practice makes perfect. You
are to practice under judicious
criticism, right principles, and
correct ideals.

3. Review often.
4. Study with paper and pen-

cil at hand, making your own
outlines and analyses of what
you study.

5. Usually study alone.
6. Always endeavor to under-

stand.
7. In all study make the fol-

lowing distinctions :

Distinguish between facts and
explanation of the facts; be-

tween facts ana inference from
the facts.

Distinguish between what a
statement exactly says and what
it suggests.

Distinguish between what is
really essential and what is
merely incidental.

Distinguish between under-
standing a proposition and agree-
ing with it.

8. Get all your knowledge in
the concrete. However conven-
ient it may be to state principles
or facts in general and abstract,
terms, do not be satisfied until
you can give specific and con-
crete cases.

9. Proceed from the known
to the unknown. Gaps m knowl-
edge are fatal to acquisition.
The elements of the old are to
take hold of the elements of the
new.
