A call has been issued for 3,000
college men to volunteer in the war
against John Barleycorn. The Pro-

hibition National Committee with
headquarters in Chicago plan to enlist
2,000 of these men by June 1st, 1915,
and the remainder within the year fol-

lowing. Fifteen special secretaries
are now traveling among the colleges
and universities of the country enlist-
ing young men for the campaign.

The plan of work is one which has
been tried on a small scale during the
past ten years with great success.
During this time about 250 college
men have been employed in various
sections of the country, and the results
of their work have been so encourag-
ing that those in charge of the na-

tional prohibition movement have de-

cided to enlist enough men to cover
the entire country by a house to house
canvass.

The plan of work will consist of in-

terviewing every voter and securing
his pledge, if possible, to support only
those candidates and parties commit-
ted tn national nrohihition. Theoret

County. The result was the election
of Charles H. Randall, the first Pro-

hibitionist ever sent to the United
States Congress. On each morning
beginning in July, forty young men,
most of them from California colleges,
would meet in a conference and train-
ing school for two hours in Pasadena.
They would then go in a body to some
suburban town or selected district and
campaign the rest of the day, complet-
ing the canvass of the district select-
ed. In this campaign Mr. Randall was
elected over the strong opposition of
three other political parties, and the
California "dry" movement was car-

ried by a large vote. The success is
attributable very largely to the work
of the young men.

The plan is now to enlist 3,000
young men at army wages, $25.00
per month and expenses. The term
of service on this basis being until the
organizer has enrolled 1,666 voters.
When each of 3,000 men shall have se-

cured his quota, the total will be
voters enrolled, which will be

a sufficient number to insure nation-
al prohibition.

The average young man will enroll
his quota in from sixty to ninety days.
Some men will do it in one-ha- lf the
time. 5,000 have been enrolled at one
meeting.

The Prohibition movement is today
offering great opportunity to those
who want to have a part in the great-
est reform movement of the time. Ex-

perience has demonstrated that it is
impossible to employ satisfactory men
on a commercial basis. Heart-servic- e

is essential to success of such a move-
ment and this cannot be bought for
money. The call is for soldiers and
crusaders who will serve for the hon-

or of the flag. It is for the support
of sacrifice such as is manifested by
the heroes of every age, who have
seen beyond their own immediate self-

ish desires and suroundings, and
whose visions have grasped the broad-
er needs of humanity. 3,000 men thus
consecrated will form an irrestible
phalanx of power and will insure the
success of the undertaking.

A good start has already been made
for the first one thousand and enlist-
ments are coming it constantly. Train-
ing colleges will be held at the close
of the school year in practically every
state where campaign work will be
done. These training schools will
last ten days and will be in charge of
the most experienced and capable men
in the entire country. In these schools
the enlisted workers will receive thier
training which will fit them to suc-

cessfully do the actual work of the
campaign. The volunteer movement
is practically in charge of a few col-

lege men chief of whom are V. G.

Hinshaw, Penn College and J. A.
Shields, Ottawa University, at the Na-

tional Prohibition headquarters in
Chicago. Those in charge of the field
work are H. E. Kershner of Harvard,
Neil D. Cranmer of Syracuse, E. G.

Lefler, Gustavus Adolphus, S. W.
Grathwell, Pacific College and Earl
Haydock, University of Southern

ically the campaigners will ring every
door bell in the United States, prac-
tically much of the actual compaign-in- g

will be done by volunteer organi-
zations effected by the campaigner.
In addition to enrolling voters it is
planned to launch a great national
monthy prohibition paper and to get
a subscription list of 5,000,000, the
largest in the history of newspaper
nublication. Each voter who enrolls
will be asked to pay ten cents for a
year's subscription to this paper. In
case he does not do so, his paper "will

be paid for from a fund set aside for
that purpose.

As a practical illustration of the
results of this sort of campaigning,
the following figures were given for
Minnesota: In 1904, without the aid
of workers the prohibition vote was
4,000. In 1906 after four months
of campaigning by six young men it
was raised to 12,000. In 1908

after three months campaigning by
sixteen young men it was 32,000. In
1912 after four months of campaign-
ing by fifty young men it was 55,-00- 0.

Prohibitionists have been elect-
ed to both houses of the Minnesota
legislature since 1906. There are at
present eight Prohibitionists holding
seats in that state.

WEBS HOLD VOCA-

TIONAL PROGRAM

A lively send off in the nature of
an instrumental duet given by Messrs.

The
addresses on six professions gave evi-

dence of an unusual amount of perp- -

aration and showed that the speakers
had been well selected.

In Mr. Paget's discussion of Ad
Writing he showed how the success-

ful "ad smith" must be well educat-
ed and able to apply practical psy-

chology.
The rather new profession of indus-

trial chemistry was outlined by Mr.
Rice. Its utility in testing rock, steel
and other material in construction
work was considered as well as its
place in food analysis and sanitary
engineering.

Mr. Gregg gave a history of dentist-

ry from that practiced on the Egypt-

ian mummies to the refinement of
torture at the present time. He dealt
extensively on the opportunities of
the profession.

Mr. McMillan, in treating the med-

ical profession, was not inclined to
esteem it lightly. Its two-fol- d pur-

pose, the migration and elimination of

ills, was strongly emphasized. The

Panama Canal was justly pointed to
as a monument to medical skill, the
death rate in the Canal Zone now be-

ing lower than any other place in the
two Americas. The altruism of the
profession was not forgotten.

Mr. Walker upheld the honor and
dignity of the oldest of professions
the law. The various classes, of law
with their complicated bibliography,
were discussed. Lastly, law was defin-

ed as being the last guess of the su-

preme court.
Mr. Hixon was asked to speak on

the ministry, a profession or a call-

ing. He very emphatically defined
the ministry as primarily a calling.
A professional minister seeks his own
and is n- -t a minist;r in the truest
?erse. Material considerations will
not heavily with the true min-

ister cf God. Procfs were not lack-

ing of the heroic sacrifices of the
ministry.
