tain his seuish ends. These are those who cause the least to
offend and truly, it will be woe to him thru whom the of-

fense cometh! Kighteousness shall reign, and though a
slacker is not revealed in his own lifetime he shall not be re-

leased from the judgements, delivered in the final consum-
mation until the utmost farthing has been rendered.

This then is our increased duly: to know truth which
sets men free from the thraildom of ignorance; to be leaders
and not followers of popular thought. Over and above all,
to supply facts, facts, facts, which will lead to equitable solu-
tions of life's problems facts you know can be constituted to
prove anything but to the disinterested mind they have but
one meaning and that meaning is the highest urge which
humanity and Cod require of any man.

THE BOOK WORM
A faded blue book label, such as

was used when the university was
first founded, has been found in the
library. The old spelling, "Walla-me- t

t U11 iversity " evidences the age
of the old label.

"The Ideal of Jesus," by William
Newton Clarke, is among the most
interesting of the new books in the
library. This is a very modern study
of the ideal of Jesus as revealed di
rectly in the gospels. In a chapter
outlining the purpose of the book,
tho author explains lhat Christ's gift
of Christianity can not but have been
modified through the centuries, due
to the vitality of the spiritual life
just as much as to human imperfect-ness- .

"The New Decalogue of Science,"
by Albert Edward Wiggam, is an-

other volume with a modern view-
point. "Intelligence must be used to
make the ideals of Christianity com-

patible with tho intricate realities of
modern life," says the author, and
goes on to develop ten new com-
mand ments of the moral law, given
in the light of modern science. "We
are still in the stone age of ethics.
Our science of society our moral
adjustments of men to one another
is incomparable to our progress in
chemistry or physics." The new ten
commandments include the duty of
eugenics, of scientific research, of
socialization of science, of measur-
ing men, etc.

"The Swedish Nation," published
in Sweden by the Swedish Society for
Race Hygiene, is another of the new
additions. It contains many excel-
lent pictures illustrating folk-typ-

and race-type- such as tho Nordics,
Lapps and Finns. There are also
summaries of Swedish activities in

research within the fields of anthro- -

polony, y and genetics.
"The Coming of Man." by John

M. Tyler, is a study ol evolution.
This is one of the Amherst books,
the author being a professor at Am-

herst.
"Seven .Men" is the title of a group

of modern essays by Max Boerbohni.
On the science shelf are two new

books in physics. "Meat and Ener-
gy," by D. Ii. Pye. endeavors to give
an adequate conception of energy as
the basis of all activity in nature.
'Electrical Laboratory Tests," by
