Editor:

Willamette and other universities are turning
away thousands of applicants. Thousands of mature
men eager for education are unable to fulfill their
ambitions because American colleges are overcrowd-
ed. Yet 18 wvear old girls are plentiful on every
Campus.

This vear and next vear are vital, precious years
to these men. Many of them are 25 or more yvears old
and they haven't many years to spend getting their
education. Most of them wouldn't waste any time
once they had matriculated because they've been
around a little and know what they want to do.

Despite this situation, despite the fact that these
years are crucial for so many men, every co-educa-
tional institution is well stocked with coeds just out
of high school. Girls not yet 21, who will never be
called upon to support a family, who aren't guite
sure what they'd like to major in are filling seats
that many 25 year old men would make almost any
sacrifice to sit n.

Why should men, many married, many with
families, almost all with definite ideas about a pro-
fession, and all pressed for time, be excluded from
higher education because high school girl graduates
find the home town dull?

There is no denying that it is pleasant to have
the coeds around. The campus would be drab without
them. But wouldn’t it be well if the authorities gent-
ly advised very young girls to wait a few years until
the rush is over? Wouldn't it be more logical for a
girl to wait until she is 21 than for a man to wait
until his twenties are running out? i

nesday, October 16, from 1 to 3
pm,, in room 2 Eaton hall, he
will give the first two of a series
of four tests furnished by the
Armed Forces Institute to enable
veterans to gel as much as 24
semester hours credit for gen-
eral knowledge gained while
they were in the armed forces.
The Armed Forces Institute
assumes, said Riggs, that men or
women in service will have gain-

ed some general knowledge
aboutl subjects in which they are
interested or in the field of work
o which they were
They might, therefore, find some
university required subjects only
a repetition of what they already
know, Consequently these
have been compiled to enable the
veteran to skip subjects of a re-
petitious nature and thereby
speed up his course of study.
Four general lests are glven,
each giving six semester hours
w hen successfully completed.
They are correctness and effec-
tiveness of expression, interpre-
tation of reading material in the
