Paul Klemme is directing the Willamette Singers and Willamette
University Chamber Choir during the 2009 spring term while
Wallace Long is on sabbatical. Klemme also directs the Male
Ensemble Willamette, the Willamette Master Chorus and is
instructor of organ. In spring 1988, he completed the doctor of
musical arts degree in choral conducting at the University of
Washington, where he was a teaching assistant in the choral
conducting area directing the vocal jazz ensemble and University
Singers. He also served as director of choral activities at
Washington State University from 1988-97 where he directed the
vocal jazz choirs and concert choirs. Klemme’s full time position is

as director of music at St. Paul’s Episcopal Church in Salem.

Bock brings a long career
of playing trombone with various jazz artists to his teaching gig. He
continues to appear as a guest artist, clinician and adjudicator for
various music festivals, concerts and events throughout the United
States.
