Looking into the crystal ball
labeled "Future for Willamette's
Social Life," the women's de-

partment of physical education
thinks it has an answer to a good
share of these problems reor-
ganization of the Women's Ath-
letic association.

When this program was hitting
its stride, it was providing enter-
tainment, social life, recreation
and fun for a majority of Wil-

lamette women, since every coed
on the campus is eligible for
membership. With the renewal
of this association, an active in-

tramural sports program could
be worked out to supplement the
campus social life.

If WAA could be active, there
would again be organized teams
ready to compete in exchange
tournaments, in volleyball, ten-
nis, archery and basketball with
teams from Reed, Monmouth,
Linfield and Pacific university.
These games were always a reg-
ular function for WAA.until their
source of funds was removed,
taking their money budgeted for
transportation.

The benefits of a basketball
program didn't stop with com-
peting against opposing teams.
After the season was over, a com

mittee of four met to select an
all-st- ar team and the lucky co-

eds were awarded a silver basket-
ball charm. If a coed made this
team for a second year, she re-

ceived a certificate, and the few
outstanding players who were
selected for a third year were
honored with the presentation of
a gold basketball.

While a coed was turning out
for a sport she was accumulating
points; 750 entitled her to a let-
ter, and 1500 won for her a

sweater.
Each year a silver loving cup

was presented to the most out-
standing woman athlete. Not
only was this engraved in her
name, but she was allowed to
keep the trophy permanently.
Annually the name of a woman,
usually a junior, was inscribed on
a plaque which was hung in the
gymnasium office.

The WAA program included
more than working for awards.
It helped the school in many
cases. The organization built two
tennis courts with their own
money and also financed the til-
ing, rolling and turfing of their
field between the library and
tennis courts.

Perhaps their activity by which
the campus most benefited was

the successful organization of
play-nit- for the Willamette
women. These affairs included
every coed and were always a
huge success. Why wouldn't pro-
grams such as these, along with
expertly supervised, intramural
sports and teams, be just what
the campus needs to help supply
activities for next year?

On other campuses WAA is an
integral part of the student body.
It provides outlets for all types
of sports life for coeds. Bowling,
horseback riding, winter sports
and swimming are only a few of
the activities included in the or-
ganization of WAA. Willamette's
ehaper has sponsored swim-night- s,

bowling tournaments and
over-nig- ht bicycle trips, along
with the routine sports of a gym
class.

Readers may wonder why the
club is now inactive. In 1943,
when the V-- came to our cam-
pus, the women had to relinquish
their usual one hour per day on
the floor, to allow the navy to
have complete use of the gym at
all times. Naturally a program
can't flourish when its place of
play is barred.

This inactivity on the part of
the coeds caused the student

council to withdraw from them
their customary percentage from
the SB funds which usually ran
from $200 to S300 annually.

There was no careless band-lin- g

of the money. An executive
committee, advised by Miss Cur-re- y,

budgeted their allotment and
this in turn was read and ap-
proved by other advisers.

Without funds, without any
facilities other than the time" al-

lotted for actual gym classes, in-

terest has died and WAA is in-
active.

This is the time for it to be
revived. The women realize this
and are already starting to talk
of electing officers now for the
fall term. They will eleel a pres-
ident, secretary
and a person to head every sport
that their program will include.
This insures special attention
given to earh sport and wise
handling of it.

It has long been a recognized
fact that women are just as much
a part of a recreational and phys-
ical education program as men.
Why can't we have funds now to

and put forth a suc-

cessful program of WAA? It was
beneficial then and will be
again.

Grad Subject
Of Reader's
Digest Article

"Paris must be fed" was the
urgent order given Lt. Col. Bruce
W. McDaniel, Willamette gradu-
ate with the class of 1915. The
manner in which he carried out
the difficult assignment is the
subject of an article appearing
in the May Reader's Digest.

McDaniel's problem was to
feed France from French re-

sources without touching the
food supply of the army. With,

the aid of 20 American county
agents, McDaniel organized a

stunned and often suspicious
peasantry. Chief asset of the
McDaniel-heade- d group was
their ability to convince the
French that they came unselfish-
ly for the good of France.

Author of the Reader's Digest
article, which describes the dif-

ficulties surmounted, is George
Kent. The account originally ap-

peared in the Farm Journal and
has been condensed in the Digest
version.

McDaniel operated a group of
31 associations of orange
ers in Redlands, Calif., before
the war and was a director of
the National Cooperative council.
In World War I he served two
years and was wounded in the
battles around Argonne.

weak points of the former. Part
of the added strength comes
from including all the great pow-
ers in the organization and
strengthening the power of the
organization itself. Though it is
not yet decided how much power
they will hold on the economic
and social council, the smaller
countries will stand a better
chance at fair treatment under
the new orgaitization.

Adoption of the Brett on Woods
proposal is necessary if the
world organization is to be suc-

cessful, Lovell believes. If the
proposal is not adopted it will

leave the world in the same situ-
ation as in 1914 and mean eco-

nomic isolationism for the United
States. Opposition to the propo-

sal is similar to that against the
reciprocal tariff act, according to
Lovell.

Speaking of the effectiveness
of the proposed organization,
Lovell stated that the keystone
of the arch was the cooperation
of the Big Three nations. If
there is cooperation, the plan
will work but will not work
without it. Prospects for the
world organization as far as the
United States is concerned are
good, he said. Vandenburg, an

is endorsing the
proposal and Harold Stassen has
proved to be one of the outstand-
ing members of this country's
delegation. "I am almost certain
that some kind of plan will is-

sue from the conference and al-

most certain that it will be ac-

cepted by the senate," he con-

cluded.
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Let's all refresh ... Have a

Optimism over the San Fran-
cisco conference to formulate a

plan for international peace in
the postwar world was expressed
this week by Dr. R. Ivan Lovell
of the history department.

A hopeful sign pointed out by
Lovell is that there seems to be
a more cooperative attitude now
among the nations than before
the conference. Questions such
as those posed by Yugoslavia,
Poland and fate ot German war
criminals are really problems of
the organization itself and not
of the conference proper, Loveil
added. He believes that Russia
made a mistake by bringing up
the Polish question.

The future of the two remain-
ing countries, Argen-

tina and Spain, was touched up-

on by Lovell. Inclusion of the
former country in the confer-
ence at all has raised comment
by many and varied persons.
According to Lovell, Argentina's
inclusion had a good case, al-

though it Vas railroaded through.
Argentina, strongly Catholic,

is of 98 per cent European des-

cent and regarded as a leading
South American country. As to
her politics, Lovell mentioned
that she has actually declared
war on the Axis countries al-

though engaging in little actual
fighting. The othA- South Ameri-
can states are both afraid of and
friendly to Argentina and feci
that the United States should re-

spect her position a little more.
As for Spain, it is doubtful if

she will be admitted to the world
organization, Lovell stated, un-

less her setup is changed some-

what. The requirement for mem-
bership in the organization states
that a country must have a
peace-lovin- g government. Such a
government would also have to
be compatible with Russia and
the United Stales and the Franco
regime at present would not
qualify. It is possible, said Lov-

ell, that Spain will be frozen out
with the hope that Franco will
eventually quit as dictator.

One of the much debated ques-

tions has been that of the veto
power of the "security council
concerning conduct of one of its
members. Russia has held out
for the regulation that before
disciplinary action can br taken
aeainst a member of the B:3
Five, a unanimous vote must be
cast. Such an action is high!
