Tt wonld be splendld If the
interchange of debates between Ox-
tord, Cambridge” and other English
nniversities with Institutions of
learning in the United States counld
be made a regular feature of the
academic activities of both of these
ecountries. A splendid opportunity
would thereby be provided for the
student groups of the English-spenk-
ing world to develop something ap-
proaching a common point of view on
matlera of public poliey.

Extending the practice of interna-
tional debating to othar lands would
widen still further this area of re-
ciproeal regard for the soclal and po-
litieal interests of the nations con-
cerned, The debaters from Bates
College will argue publle questions
from the university plntforms of Aus-
tralia, New Zealand and South Af-
rica, In @ll of these countries, as
in the United States and Great Bri-
tain, there are racial lssues that
press for solutlion. The relation be-
tween trade, tariff and peace la a
thema that 18 discussed with just as
mueh vigor in the Orlent as in the
Oceident. Any lght thrown on these
questions by the internatiopal de-
bates under contemplation will be a
clenr galn for all the peoples of the
earth. Tt wounld be a splendid thing,
tog, If snch dehates could “be ar-
ranged for sith some of the academle
Institutions of Central and South
America. We have alteady seen
something of the benefits derived
from international sports, We are
now about to witness the gaine for
peace and good Wil to be derived
from internatiohal arzumentation.
