Well, Hearst has ansawered, A bit condescendingly, per-
haps, but, nevertheless, he has answered, Couched in the
familinr Hearstian manner of harangue, and punct w#d with
glaring c¢apital letters, hie has given to his followers another
hjl of vicious praoj anda, Even in Hl-..
gel of questions us propounded by the Association of College
Eiditors, he could not refrain from weighting the scales en
one side. While appearing to cast an even tone in the discus
sion of armament, nationalism, and internationalism, he h
partially hidden in his reply an overtone which reflects his
policy as we have known it, Virtually, he says nothing, and
on the other hand, he takes another step in the dissemination
of insidious material.

Note one of his paragraphs, After quite a speech rela-
tive to what he believes concerning nationalism and interna-
tionalism, he says, *"But I do not believe that a rich and envied
conntry like our own should place itself in the position of a
ghortsighted and misguided nation like China, and leave itself
open to attack and exploitation by other nations which are
ambitious, unserupulous, and ARMED.”
