Spires, who took second place
in the 120-y- hurdles could
easily have finished first if he
h id not been sick for several
days before the meet.

Our boys have been train-
ing onl'- u couple of weeks while
the Dallas boys have been at it
for two months under Biuee
Burnett, and have bad the ex-

perience of one meet already
