Mrs. Martin Kinney, who is a

leader in one of the most unusual
missionary activities in the coun-
try, will be guest speaker in cha-
pel Tuesday. She is Secretary of
the Department of Christian
Friendliness of the Woman's
American Baptist Home Mission
Society. Under this organization
are enrolled thousands of individ-
ual workers who contact those
who have recently come to Amer-

ica and aid them in making ad-

justments and realizing Christian
responsibilities. The work is car-

ried on by church women of indi-

vidual churches. Mrs. Kinney de-

scribes it as "an adventure in un-

derstanding in which both sides
give and take an adventure in
personal religious living."

Dr. Frank E. Carlson, intro-

duced by Professor Jones, spoke
to the students in chapel last
Tuesday.

"There are many times when it
is hard to know what is right and
what is wrong," Dr. Carlson said.
"When one is in doubt, suppose
he tries to imagine what would
happen if every man under simi-

lar circumstances would commit
the same deed." "Or, perhaps,"
he continued, "we can apply the
test of true sportsmanship; is my
pleasure to be had at the expense
of other's?'' "Third, if the mis-

take is such that you wouldn't
want it known, then it is prob-
ably wrong." The fourth test, he
said, "is to try and see it as it
will appear in the future, and
fifth say to oneself, is this the
kind of conduct that is in line
with the man I want to become."

"You will probably not have
time in a crisis to think of all
these points, but it is possible to
so fill your mind with good that
you will not be tempted," he con-

cluded.

again won a Willamette graduate
a teaching assistantship in the
scientific field at a n

university. Harry Mosher, class

of '3 7, who received his master's
degree in organic chemistry at
Oregon State last year and who

has been ail assistant professor
here this year, was awarded this
week an assistantship to Pennsyl-

vania State University. There he

will teach and prepare for his doc-

tor's degree besides doing as

much private researc has possible.

The assistantship pays him

$700 and exempts him from all
tuition fees for one year.

Harry will have the privilege
of working under Professor Frank

peditionary group of Willamette
students under the direction of
Bill Laughlin will go out on an

y excavation hunt.
The participants will leave Sa-

lem at 7 a. m. and travel to an
Indian mound near Harrisburg,
Oregon. This mound, 160 feet
long and 4 0 feet wide, is one of
the largest yet tackled by Wil-
lamette excavators. The search-
ers expect to uncover skeletal re-

mains; artifacts, such as arrow
heads, bone impliments, personal
ornaments, and usual bone and
stone implements used by the
Indians. According to Mr. Laugh-
lin, the party is especially inter-
ested in discovering skeletal re-

mains and mortars.
It is expected that there will

be approximately twenty students

New Method to
Teach German

Discovered
AUSTIN, Texas, March -(

ACP)-Report- ing a proved
method for learning to read ad-

vanced German with less than 50

hours' instruction, C. V. Pollard,
University of Texas Germanic
language instructor literally has
hrought one of the most dif-

ficult of languages to translate
to his students' finger-tip-

The result of four years' work,
Pollard's novel method has
passed !)2 out of 94 students on
language exams that ordinarily
require three years' schooling,
he claimed here today. Instruc-
tion times varied from 11 to 51
hours, averaging 25.

His system, employing use of
Ihe fingers to guide the reader
thtrough the peculiar word order
and long, complicated sentence
structure of the G e i m an langu-
age, has been copyrighted. lie
will publish a book on it this
summer, he said.

Pollard's system requires the
learning of nine verbs and a

few rules in lieu of extensive
study of German grammar texts.
In place of a haze of "do's and
don'ts," Pollard has substituted
the finger movement. The left
finger is used as a guide and
locates the key words, enabling
the right thumb to move along
the sentence, as the reader fol-

lows through. Breaks in the
sentence, made by punctuation
and the fact that all German
nouns are capitalized, are clues
used.

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COLLEGIAN CHANGE
A movement to change the status of the Collegian from a

student body function of an extra-curricul- nature to a labora-
tory for an expanded journalism school has been set in motion
by students desiring to improve the Collegian, eliminate some of
its worst problems, and aid the university's school of journalism.
Slowly but surely, opposition to such a change is growing, under
the impression that the Collegian would become censored, thus
losing its outstanding characteristic or student representation.
And it is at this point that we disagree. For if the paper should
be censored by the university, what would be deleted that is
now printed? Only things that should be, but are not, withheld
by the editor under the present set-u- Should the Editor of a
college paper print things that are of such a nature as to be of-

fensive to the administration? If he should and does, then the
Board of Trustees of the school may clamp down and censor the
paper anyway. Or if the Board doesn't, then perhaps it is the
advertisers who will withdraw their 50 support, thus effecting
something of a censorship. How? By making it financially impos-
sible to print as many issues.

And again, the editor may get into serious difficulties with
the school authorities. In this regard the administration has sig-

nified its desire to keep above such a censorship of the collegiate
press. The advertisers, however, have taken a different view
due to one of our columnist's remarks, so that there now is a
dearth of paying ads in this paper.

Thus it seems evident that any change made will not
make any difference as to censorship.

The opposition may persist, asking what benefits may be
derived from such a change. One thing would be a decided im-

provement in the journalistic style, making the reading easier
and also giving a better representation of Willamette. Another
blessing would come in the form of definite deadlines which re-

porters would meet in order to maintain their grades in journal-
ism. The requirement of a year of journalism applied to aspir-
ing editors and a new method of selection, in na-
ture, would also smooth out many obvious difficulties. Journal-
ism credit for the associate editors of management, copy, news,
etc., would make an enormous difference in the sleep and grades
received by the more interested workers.

A greater number of students would be attracted to our
school if they felt that they might receive credit and criticism on
the work they might do on the Collegian.

We, who know, favor the proposed change. Consider
it carefully before voting No. Then vote YES.
