About
thirty Juniors have registered, but
there are yet many more who have
signified their intentions of so doing,
but have not yet fulfilled their pur-

pose.
There will be no changes in the

faculty for this. year so work will be
started immediately.

As the only distinctly religious or-

ganizations in a school whose found-

ations were established on the rocks
of Christianity, the Young Men's and
the Young "Women's Christian Asso-

ciations of Willamette University
have a large place to fill. They aii'
laying emphasis upon service, as the
aim of every rightly ordered life, they
are inspiring many men aud women
to enter distinctly religious work ana
many others to carry high ideals of
life into every occupation, they are
placing the feet of many students on
a firmer foundation religiously and
morally. In an avowedly Christian
college, such as ours, these things
may be more frankly treated in the
class-roo- m than in some institutions,
but an active student organization is
necessary to create an atmosphere
inimical to the wrong and favorahle
to the right ideals and practices of

the schuol. This work the Christian
Associations are doing in various
ways, but largely through the influ-

ence of their individual members.
There is no need to review the aims

of the literary societies. Every stu-

dent knows them. No one will deny
the value of the training which they
give, especially in the line of clear
expression and thinking n one's
feet. In many schools the literary
societies have been crowded into the
background by the press of other ac-

tivities. We a-- e glad that it is not
so at Willamette. Her societies are
thriving and we hope that her ef-

fectiveness may for long be increased
by the work of these organizations.
The thing for each individual student
to do is to line up with one of them
and take the work seriously. Then
lie will reap the benefits.

October 15 and 16 were the dates
set by tne Rhodes Scholarship Board
for the examination of all applicants
for tne Rhodes Scholarship. This ex-

amination is open to any unmarried
male citizen of the United States, be-

tween the ages of 19 and 25 who has
completed the Sophomore year in
an accredited college or university.
This scholarship gives the successful
applicant a three years' course in
Oxford University in England, and
bears a value of $1,500 a year during
this period.

The committee assigns the scholar-
ship to one of the number who pass
the qualifying examination, taking
into consideration not only literary
and scholastic standing, but also
fondness for outdoor sports, social
attainments and moral character.

The granting of this scholarship
has been made possible by the will of
the late Cecil Rhodes, who endowed
or set aside a large sum to support
these scholars. It was originally in-

tended that one scholar should be
sent from each state in the Union
every year, but it has been found
necessary to change this in some in-

stances. Oregon gets two scholar-
ships every three years. Willamette
has had one representative at Ox-

ford, Edward Winans. The Oregon
examination will be held at Eugent.

Keed College

The opening of the doors of the
magnificient buildings of Keed Col-

lege in Portland Monday, the 23rd of
September, was of much significance
in the annals of higher education in
Oregon and the Northwest. It is sel-

dom, indeed, that a college o such
high aims and ideas is founded, and
with the present endowment of three
millions of dol'ars, Reed College has
immediately become a fixed and pow-

erful factor in raising the standards
of institutions of higher learning. A
strong faculty of men and women ol
great intellectual ability has been se-

cured, and an exceptionally high code
of entrance requirements has been
adopted.

The striking architectural style of
the Tudor-Goth- ic period has been
adopted for the buildings, of which
only the Arts building and the dormi-
tory have so far been erected. The
Arts building contains an assembly
hall with a seating capacity of four
hundred, the administrative offices,
library, biological laboratorieSj reci-

tation and club rooms, and is capable
of accomodating a student body of
one thousand members. The college
dormitory, where there are rooms for
over one hundred and twenty stu-

dents, is uniform in architecture with
that of the Arts building and resem-
bles the attractive style of a manor
house in the Fourteenth century. The
equipment of the dining hall and kit-

chen is complete to the finest detail.
The central heating and power plant

is situated in the ravine several hun-

dred feet north of the college build-

ings proper. A tunnel carrying wa-

ter, heat, gas and electric wires con-

nects this plant with the other build-

ings. Tennis courts and physical
culture classes in the open air are
provided for the students.
