Social and Economic
Projects Feature

Year's Work

Research Projects in Economies
and Sociology done by students of
S. R. Laughlin during the College
year 19:13-3- 4

The project In the class in Agr-
icultural Economics was to deter-
mine the amount of goodri, food-

stuffs, livestock, manufactured ar-

ticles, etc., produced in Marion
and Polk counties. In many cases
the final destination of exploited
item was determined.

The field was divided as fol-

lows: Vincent Carter made a study
of the cereals and fruit; Frank
Childs, made a study of nuts and
wool; David Drager, dairy pro-

ducts, poultry and livestock;
Francis Flint, hops and canned
goods; LaForest McDonald and
Piercy Sweet, manufactured goods,
Wesley White, lumber and paper
and Seichi Yamagushi, celery, let-
tuce, onions and carrots.

The data thus secured was made
into a series of charts by Profes-
sor Jone's class in statistics.

In order to determine whether
the tax supported of the private
institutions of high learning were
training the majority of those
seeking the Ph. D. in economics
and in sociology, Francis Flint
tabulated the source of the degree
for about 500 in economics and
250 in sociology. It was found that
about 75 of those studying for
the doctorate in sociology were do-

ing so in private institutions and
about 70 of those in economics.
As the total enrollment in the two
types of insitutions is only about
5 more in the private than in
the tax supported unversities an
explanation is required. Possibly
the private institutions are freer
to discuss such controversial mat-
ters.

Barbara Barham made a study
of the number in the competitve
professions in Marion county and
West Salem and compared their
number with the number in such
professions in the United States.

Amelia Schrack has endeavored
to answer the question: "Where
are the 192 freshmen who entered
Willamette University in the fall
of 1930?" Since only about one-thir- d

are seniors this spring, the
question arises as to the cause of
such heavy mortality. The an-

swer is of vita importance to the
continued prosperity of Willam-
ette University.

Vernon Bushnell has been work-
ing all year on the problem of
soil erosion in the United States.
He started out to make a county
map of our more than 3000 coun-
ties showing the economic and
social results of such depletion of
soil fertility by counties. The
American people have been very
slow to wake up to the dire con-
sequences of this loss.

Milo Ross made an anthropolo-
gical study of members of the last
state legislature. He found out
their racial composition, cephalic
index, eye, color, nativity, and
other interesting information. The
local press and the Portland dai-
lies carried his conclusions as spe-
cial feature articles.

Perhaps the most extensive pro-
ject being undertaken by the de-
partment of sociology and one en-

tirely unique in social research in
this country is the research into
feeble-minde- d and insane families
introduced in 1932-3- 3 by Ronald
Hewitt and being carried on this
year by Darlow Johnson, assisted
by Francis Flint. The aim is to
trace the descent and chart the
family trees of as many as possible

Judge William M. Ramsey, who
will be guest of honor at the ban-qu-

celebrating the Fiftieth An-

niversary of the fnn nd ing of the
Law school, has the double dis-

tinction of not only being one of
the principal founders and its first
dean but also that he will be pres-
ent to witness the culmination of
50 years of service to the bench
and bar of Oregon.

Though born iu Iowa the first
dean came to Oregon in 1847 be-

fore he had reached his first
birthday and was educated in the
public schools of McMinnville and
Linfield College, then known as
McMinnville college. After ad-

mission lo the bar in 1868 Judge
Ramsey began practicing at

Oregon, then the county
seat of Yamhill county until he
was elected county judge of Yam-
hill county for four years.

When the Law department was
organized in the University i n
1883 Judge Ramsey became the
first Dean but he continued with
his private practice, holding part
of his classes in his office in Sa-

lem. The first Dean continued
with the original faculty until
1890 though he was again dean
for a short time a few years
later.

During his judicial career
Judge Ramsey has been on the su-

preme court of the state on the
circuit court with the enviable re-

cord of having only one of his de-

cisions reversed during two years
of service. When not on the
bench the Judge has practiced in
Salem and in eastern Oregon at
Pendleton and La Grande. He
has been awarded an honorary
LL.B from Willamette.

Judge and Mrs. Ramsey have
three children: Rev. Horace M
Ramsey of Portland; Col. F. A.
Ramsey, retired, o fthe U. S. Mar-
ine Corps, and Miss Margaret
Ramsey of Albany college. He
is affiliated with the Episcopal
church.

i. Toslilo Tabata, Director of
Publicity of the executive commit-
tee of the Japanese student group,

In the afternoon.
The arrangements for American

college delegates which will num-

ber BO from the states are exceed-

ingly alluring. The delegate pays
his transportation to and from the
pastern country after which all
expenses are shouldered by the
conference sponsors. Thus the stay
in Japan will be no burden on the
participants.

At present tour members of the
executive committee from Japan
are In the United States lining up
the delegates from American Uni-

versities. Through the personal
efforts of Seiko Watanabe. local
student, Willamette was Included
in the list of eligible universities.
Heed College has already arrang-
ed for three delegates and the two
state schools have put in th 'tr bid
for the maximum quota. Faculty
members as well as studerts are
eligible. Dean Lockenouv and
Professor Herman Clark are hand-

ling applications and will make
final selection.

Several students, are contem-
plating working their way over so
as to save expense of passage. Any
interested in the jaunt should file
application with the above named
professors Immediately. Selec-

tion must be made by the middle
June. A preliminary selection of
"No. l's" and alternates will be
made the middle of May.

Economics, politics, religion and
philosophy, education, interna-problem-

and lectures by Japan-
ese professors on Oriental Culture.

Special privileges for American
delegates are enticing. Then men
will be housed in homes of high-u- p

Japanese families and the
dormitories at the University of
Tokyo. Women will stay in the
Japanese Women's dorms. Fol-
lowing i lie conference the dele-
gates will be taken on a trip
through Japan and Manehuko ex-

penses being paid by the Japan
English Asosciation. A registra-
tion tee of fifteen dollars is the
only expense incurred by the dele-
gates from the United States.

Pacific University Will
Send Strong Squad to

Sweetland Field

CHANCES DARK FOR W. U,

Boys Expected to Shi n e

In Weight Division,
Jumping Events

Willamette University's track
team will run up against stiff com-
petition when the Bearcats meet
Pacific University's track squad
Saturday afternoon at 1:30 in the
May Day athletic feats. The Paci-
fic squad is exceptionally strong
this year, and the games will be
a real test of Willamette's ability
in 1934 track contests.

The Bearcats' chances are very
slim, according to Lestle Sparks,
coach, unless the Willamette boys
are able to pull a "dark horse" act
on the Pacific squad. Pacific,
whose squad placed first, second
and third in a meet with the OSC
frosh, shines in all fields except
the weight division. Here Wil-
lamette has the edge, but in all
other fields, the competition will
be close.

Willamette is handicapped by
the loss of two men this season.
Claude Cook, captain of the team,
is out with a severely broken arm,
and Hawk, another outstanding
performer on the cinder path, is
ineligible. Clark has a pulled
muscle, and may not be able to
perform.

Even in the weight division, the
Bearcat squad is not doing as well
as it should, but it is the opinion
of fans that Willamette will be
able to garner points on the dis-
cus, shot, and javelin events.

Much improvement will have to
be shown in the running events,
according to Sparks, if the boys
wish to hang up first or second
place records in the Pacific meet.
The Bearcats are doing rather well
in the jumps, but are rather rag-
ged in hurdle events.

The type of work done
Is also an object of consideration,
and the sources of other income
are requested.

Another object of the question-
naire is to make certain the use of
time by the college student, and
the way in which the student
spend his vacation is also a matter
of interest. The question blank
closes with an interesting query,
estimated debt now, after gradu-
ation.

For the first
time considerable sums of money

were expended for equipment, an
athletic field, coaching, and the
development o f representative
scneauies. xM yu- -v - p ,

article is to deal with the evolu-- i
lion "of basketball on the campus.

After a more or less exhaustive
perusal of the records available
much information is found to be
missing or is iu incomplete form.

As a result it is difficult to as-

certain the significance of certain
periods studying them in the iso-

lated form in which they Ufa pre-

sented. Realizing that accuracy
13 difficult under the prevailing
circumstances, the writer desires
to make proper amends to any
individual or group who may be
slightened in the ensuing resume.

Students now in school recall
the exciting evening in which the
Bearcats snatched the Northwest
basketball title from a desperately
resisting Whitman five in 1930.
It was the firBt championship that
Willamette has ever attained on
the maple court. Successful grad-

uates, orators, debaters, and schol-

ars had heralded this Methodist
University as an intellectual cen-

ter; but now it had expressed it-

self athletically. As most suc-

cesses the foundations for this ti-

tle drive of 1930 were layed years
before. The story of its realiza-
tion is a most interesting tale.

On a chilly evening in January,
1900, the first Willamette five
trotted out on the court under the
captainship of Marvin .Kennedy.
They outscored an Oregon City
town team that evening; and bas-

ketball came into its own on the
stamping grounds of Jason Lee.
But one other game, a d

victory over O. S. N. S., was en-

gaged in that spring. In 1901 the
boys confined their playing to a
series of games with the Chem-aw- a

Indian School, scalping the
braves in three out of five skirm-
ishes. The ensuing year the Bear-

cats became conscious of their
ability and played a twelve-gam- e

schedule, winning eight. In 1903
t lie squad, coached by Jasper Mil-

ler of the Portland All Stars, an-

nexed ten victories against four
defeats; and claimed second place
in the state rankings. Miller con-

tinued as bead coach for several
seasons, enjoying but mediocre re-

sults. Most of his clubs dropped
considerable over half of th e i r
games.

He was supplemented by Dr.
Sweetland about 1908; and im-

portant events commenced to
transcend in the cardinal camp.
Sweetland rallied his forces about
him, and by 1911 placed a sen-

sational quinlet on the floor. Un-

der Captain Mclntire they routed
(). A. C. and Washington Stale
(luring the surprising season's
play. Just as Salem commenced
to perk up and to acclaim the new
world beaters, the squad deterior-
ated. Lettermeu graduated, oth-
ers quit school; and by 1913 the
squad had completly disintegrat-
ed; however the remnants of the
1911 machine rallied splendidly to
hold O. A. C. to a narrow 16 to
14 victory iu the last game of
that season. Following another

Q u tQ 19 ,n another up.
set. The following year several
of Mathew's star cassaba tossers
were busy throwing hand grenades
over seas; still a light schedule
was attempted and was attended
with reasonable success. In 1920
the Bearcats gaiued entrance into
the Northwest Conference that in-

cluded all of the major colleges
and universities iii this region of
ttis United States. During its
first conference stand the squad
emerged with nine victories and
11 defeats. The same ratio was
obtained in 1921, Mathew's last
season at the helm.

Following the appointment of
Roy Bonier as coach the gym-
nasium was destroyed by fire; and
the games of the 1922 season were
held in an improvised structure.
Four games were won and 11 lost.
While Bohler turned out smart
hard fighting ball clubs that fea-
tured in a number of pleasing up-

sets, his teams were never quite
consistent enough to win confer-
ence recognition. The Oregon and
O. A. C. series were especially
spirited during this period.

Some time before Coach Rath-bur- n

took charge the new gym
was a reality. Rathburn's 19 26
edition was good for six victories
but was defeated 18 times. The
famed Trojaus from the Univers-
ity of Southern California stopped
off in Salem long enough to leave
with a 3 6 to 33 win late in Feb-
ruary.

About this time the conference
was reorganized, the larger
schools withdrawing in favor of
a Pacific Coast association. As
1927 drew nigh Spec Keene of
Oregon State College fame, be-

came head coach. The stage was
set. During 1927 and 28 the
rumbling of Bearcat guns became
an omnipresent roar to their con-
ference brethren. A long stand-
ing deficit was wiped out. Twenty-f-

ive games were won and but
six or eight lost. A successful
season followed in the wake in
1 929; then with a host of

on hand Willamette tri-
umphed in the conference races
of 1930 and 31. Au ambition of
30 years' standing had been at-

tained. Another fine team repre-
sented the school in '3 2. forming
the nucleus from which Spec de-

veloped the Bearcat champs o
1933. This spring Willamette fin-

ished Ihird in the conference race,
and gave Oregon two classic, tus-sc-

in outsido games.
Since Keene's inception, the

Cardinal Gold court artists have
been on top in 85 out of some
99 conference tilts played, have
won regularly over a number of
outstanding independent teams in
the country, have gaiued several
victories over the state schools.

Made Its Start Fifty
Years Ago; Judge

Ramsey, Dean

"I T TH FJTHER necessity or an
enterprise was the

motive for the founding of the
law school, which will celebrate
the fiftieth anniversary of its in-

stitution this year, does not ap-

pear from a study of the early
catalogues of the University, and
its founder and first dean has
never offered any explanation in
his writings.

The College of Law was estab-
lished in 18S3 as a department of
the University with Judge William
Ramsey as dean. There were four
members on the faculty and three
students the first year. Besides
Dean Ramsey, Mr. George H. Bur-
nett, Mr. William H. Holmes, and
Mr. J. T. Gregg composed the re-

mainder of the faculty.
As first organized the school

dose not differ materially from
the plan now followed, except that
it was then a two year course
rather than three. Examinations
were given both at the beginning
and end of the school year which
was of eight months duration.
The rules for class attendance
and moot or practice court have
never been altered. In an en-

deavor to obtain students of high
moral character, it was required
that all students unknown t o

some member of the faculty
should present two certificates
of their high moral character, and
while attending he school ob-

serve rules regarding temper-
ance, gambling and other moral
obligations laid dawn by the board
of trustees.

The subjects included in the
first course of instruction Were
Equity, Jurisprudence, tte'ai Prop-
erty, Pleading, Contracts, Ttorts,
Common Law, Criminal Law, Con-
stitutional Law, and Admiralty
and Maritime Jurisdiction. Prac
tice courts presided over by an
instructor were also held.

Three students were enrolled
the first year, of whom one ent-
ered the senior class, one re-

entered the first year class the fol-

lowing year and one dropped out.
Charles A. Packenham of Boise
City, Idaho Territory, was the
first student to graduate from
the law school, and Victor J. Mil-

ler the other member of the first
class graduated the following year
along with two others. Until
1895 the attendance fluctuated
between three and seven or eight,
but after that time 30 was not
an uncommon attendance at the
law school. By 1S90 Willamette
law school had become sufficient-
ly well known to draw students
from the middle western states of
Minnesota, and later as far east
as Tennessee, while a large pro-
portion of the students came from
ous sister states to the north and
east.

About 10 years after its incep-
tion, the law school endeavored
in its catalogue to impress upon
prospective students the relative
merits of attending a school over
studying in an office. Quoting the
late Chief Justice Waite, they rea-
soned: "The time has gone by
when an eminent lawyer in full
practice, can take a class of stu-

dents into his office and become
their teacher. Once that was prac-
ticable, but now it is not. The
consequence is that law schools
are now a necessity." The plea
was renewed with additional em-

phasis the following year which
was the fiftieth anniversary of the
founding of the Arts college and
the tenth birhtday of the Law
school. At that time there were
17 alumni of the Law school.
For the first time students of the
College of Liberal Arts were per-

mitted to combine the two courses
and ladies were admit ed on the
same terms with men.

The deans of the college have
included besides the first dean,
Judge Ramsey, George H. Bur-
nett, S. T. Richardson. John Rey-

nolds. John MvXary, I. H. Van
Winkle. Roy R. Hewitt, and the
present dean. Roy M. Lockenour.

Celebration of Willamette uni-
versity's hundredth anniversary
lias started. On April 16 the mo-

torized covered wagon will retrace
the trail taken by Jason Lee on his
treke to the Pacific coast to found
the first Methodist mission on the
coast, left Boston and is proceed-
ing through the Eastern
cities. It'lias ben met with huge
crowds whever it has made a stop-
over. In spite of rain a vast crowd
gathered on Boston common to
send it off.

In New York the prairie schoon-
er was welcomed by Mayor La
Guardia on the steps of the City
Hall, and New York newspapers
featured the arrival of the caravan
and its party.

The covered wagon will arrive
in Salem September 8, and will
go on to the point ten miles north
where Jason Lee founded the first
school of any sort in the Oregon
territory, the school that was to
become "Willamette university.
Plans for a pageant to be held in
conjunction with the state fair are
being made tiy the Willamette
trustee committee in charge of
celebration here. R. J. Handricks
is chairman of the committee.

The group acompanying the
covered wagon are stopping at
every city and town on Jason Lee's
route and putting on a Jason Lee
centennial program. A bill has
been introduced into Congress
calling for the issuance of a spe-
cial Jason Lee stamp to commen-orat- e

the coming of eduction tq
the Pacific coast.

It was In 1S34 that Jason Let
funded his school for the Indians
on the banks of the Willamette.
The mission did not prosper in its
original plan and was soon con-

verted Into school for the children
of the pioneers. In 1S44 it was
officially chartered as Willamette
university and became the oldest
institution of higher education
west of the Mississippi.

Kenneth T.egge, '20, prominent
Portland architect, is recognized
as one of the foremost men in his
field in this section. Ed. F. Aver-il- l,

'05, of Portland, sends us the
following information:

"A great deal has been written
in the Portland papers, particular-
ly the Oregonian, during the past
few weeks regarding the old house
which is being 'renovized' on the
Old Post Office Block in Portland.
The architect who drew the plana
and who is supervising the work
is Mr. Kenneth Legge.

"An informal competition "was
held among the members of the
Oregon Chapter of the American
Institute of Architects and Legge's
plans and specifications were
judged th best of all those submit-
ted. The judging committee was
appointed by the Chapter itself
and all of the plans, specifications
and details were furnished by Mr.
Legge.

"This old house, which is being
given the 'renovized'
treatment was erected in South
Portland about 1880. It was do-

nated for this purpose and was
moved to the present site. Through
an error on the part of the movers
it was placed on the lot back-
wards. This necessitated a great
deal of work that was not con-
templated. The problem was to
use as much of the old material as
possible and still use a simple and
inexpensive design. All of the ma-
terials were selected by Mr. Legge
and have been donated by various
people in Portland.

"Looking at the finished or al-

most finished structure, it is hard
to realize that the original old
shack has been made into such, a
very attractive modern residence.
When completed and left on exhib-
it a certain length of time, the
building will 'be sold at public auc-
tion, and the proceeds will be giv-
en to charity. Mr. Legge is donat-
ing bis time and talents.

When he does come he
will need every encouragement and gesture
of cooperation the student group can offer.

The problem of adjustment will involve a
rationalizing of the students' demand for a
liberalized program with the more cautious
administrational insistence on maintaining
status quo. If both groups keep eyes stead-
ily focused on features of functional import-
ance, the ideal should be realized. And a
working, progressive conciliation is neces-
sary.

Implicit in the demand for outward adjust-
ment is the deeper warrant for at least a
partial of objective. This lat-

ter calls for no less than a philosophic
of purpose. If the aim of an educa-

tional system is to produce character that is
sound, attitude that is rational, intelligence
that is productive, and personality that is
polished, it must rest its program on a com-
prehensive base.

Certain elements of such a system are im-

mediately recognizable as unchanging in
value. The Christian ideal which Willamette
has striven to maintain is the most challeng-
ing and laudable objective expressible in
terms of human realization.
charity and devotion to vital service with
courage for the struggle are blood and bone
of life purpose. Their product in action is
adventurous and whole living.

But it requires eternal vigilance to guard
against hardened forms, nebulous idealisms,
and championship of cause expressed in
terms of holier-than-tho- u taboos. These can
only be abortive in effect. Unbudging loyalty
to extrinsic sanctions must often force sacri-
fice of the truer self and social realization.
The liberal movement in religion recognizes
the necessity of "beating the crust back into
the batter". It realizes that faith and sanc-
tion must be so vitalized so as to be ration-
ally and socially tenable by vigorous think-
ers and doers.

And this inward, philosophic adjustment,
this passion for adventurous life must sub-
sume any individual or group objective that
is to realize itself in human ef-

fectiveness.
lu formulating and operating these work-

ing objectives both the elders and the stu-
dents should truthfully keep first principles
first. One thing is sure: there can be no de-

nial that the next few years offer an in-

tensely interesting challenge: a call for
brainy, conscientious construction.
