Second suggestion was to hnld
i?mnlhr.-'r glection, but it was unanimously agreed that
the students would not favar such an election and that
{il anything we would be even farther from having a
quorum at the polls. Still another alternative was that
lof declaring the amendments defeated, but certainly that
would have been a kb th of the trust owed the students
when thev had by a clear two-thirds majority showed
[that they favored passage of the amendments, Therefore,
the final allernative was the plan that was wnted,
which was 1o [all back on precedeent and declare a
auorum present on the camous, therefor having an oppor-
funity tn vote, and since all measures had received two-
thirds of the votes cast they should be deemed passed.

Does the student council member forget or does he
choose to ignore the fact that the law allocation amend-
ment was decisively defeated in the first election? Does
he roalize that the law allocation received only the barest
of two-lhirds majority in the second balloting? Is the
student council meéember aware that the law allocation
amendment encountered stiff opposition on the campus
and failed both times to muster enough voles to pass
ponstitutionally.

Considering these facts it is difficult for the Collegian
fo see any clear out, obvious evidence of student opinion
on the law alloeation issme, Surely no evidence that
would warrant the student council’'s unconstitutional
sation,

The Collegian feels that the words ‘‘quorum.” and
*nrecedent” have been bandied ahout recklessly by the
student council. The student council has exhibited vast
inconsistencies during the present amendment campaign.
The Collegian would like evidence that "guorum’ and
“nrecedent” could not be twisted to accomplish certain
enids despite student opinion. Strict and CONSISTENT
adherence to the ASWU constitution will prevent fiascos
like the recent amendment issue.

Let's keep our government constitutional. Let's not
depart from the constitution whenever expediency and
bias would seem {o indicate that such a depariure would
be desirable to a few. The constitution is a check in our
democratic governmeni. As executive body for the siu-
dent population the student council should be the first
to fight for adherance to the constitution.
