Famous Herbarium, Dr. Morton E. Peck

Willamette alumni will pay honor to one
of the university's outstanding professors
emeritus on Alumni Day, May 30—the man
who has brought world-wide recognition
to the university and Oregon through his
contributions and research in the field of
hotanical science. He is the originator and
keeper of Willamette's herbarium. He is
the close friend of countless university
students, past and present. He is Dr. Mor-
ton E. Peck.

Since 1908 he has devoted thousands of
hours ta the education of students in bot-
any. Since the summer of 1909, when he
and his charming wife (the former Jessie
(irant) first started to colleet plants for
the Willamette herbarium, he has spent
every available moment to the building and
expansion of the plant laboratory,

From the meager beginning, when field
trips were financed by the sale of pressed
and labeled sets of flowers for eight cents,
the herbarium has grown to its present
collection of some 27,000 specimens.
Through his tireless efforts, Dr. Peck has
hrought international attention to the Col-
lins hall herbarium.

Before coming to Willamette 45 vears
ago, Dr. Peck and his wife spent over two
yvears in British Honduras where they col-
lected tropical plants for Kew Gardens in

The new instructor will continue as a member
of the sociology staff following Dr. Rademaker’s refurn in Septem-
ber, 1954, restoring the department's full-time faculty to two, plus
additional part-time instrutorships

The working models of inventions by Leonardo da Vinei, one of
history's foremost artists and scientists, were on exhibit at Willa-
mette during the first two weeks of May. The unigue models, one
of seven such sets touring the world, are from colleetions of the
fine arts department of International Business Machines Corpor-
ation of New York. Requiring a floor space of 3,000 square feet,
the show was arranged in the band rehearsal room and art gal-
lery on campus. Models on éxhibit included a printing press, two-
level bridge, spring-driven ecar, ventilator, machine gun, self-pro-
pelled ship, aerial bombs, flying machine, grinding mill, parachute,
helicopter, clock machines and many others.

A company of 62 students, under the direction of Dean Melvin
A. Geist, presented 17 concerts in a 12-day ftour throughout the
Pacific Northwest during spring vacation. The a cappella choir
and string orchestra appeared in 15 eities during their coneert tour.

The Willamette Collegian, under the editorship of Donald Sear-
borough, received an All-American rating by (he Associated Col-
legiate Press in its judging of fall semester publications. With this
rating, the Collegian regained its position among the top college
weeklies in the countryv. From 1941 to 1951 the paper amassed the
amazing record of 21 semesters of All-American editions, among
them seven Pacemakers.

Alumna Begins 30th Year As Missionary

A life devoted to service for others
might well be the motto for Mrs. Edward
Dixon, who graduated from Willamette in
1923 as Esther MeCraken and who 15 now
beginning her thirtieth vear as a mis-
S10TGEY

Sinee leaving Willamette, Mrs. Dixon
has traveled extensively throughout Asia
as a missionary. In her work she has lived
in some of the most poverty stricken sec-
tioms of China, giving aid and education
too the down-trodden. During her years as
4 missionary, Mrs. Dixon has seen war al
its worst and felt the anguish it can bring
when her husband, The Reyv. Dixon, was
a prisoner of war

Currently Rev. and Mrs. Pixon are in
Tehing Tinggi, Sumatra, working with the
(Chinese people, He is working to strength-
en the churches, while Mrs. Dixon directs
the WSCS societies and the kindergarten.
She also does visual education, assisting
with the youth and secretarial work, plus
keeping a home for their three children.

Upon graduation from Willamette, Mrs
Dixon was appointed by the Board of Mis-
sions of the Methodist Church to teach
English, typewriting and music at the Hui
Wen School for Boys in Tientsin, China
It was here she met Rev. Dixon whao was
doing yvouth work at the school

The couple was married in 1926 when
they returned to the United States. Shortly
thereafter she enrolled at Boston Univer-
sity where she received master's degree
in religions education

The Dixons returned to China two years
later, continuing their assignment and re-
lief work for the church during the war
In 1936 the couple again returned fo
America and to the Booth Memorial
hospital.

Thev walked right into the Japanese
war in Tienfsin a year laler when they
returned to China

Mrs. Dixon returned to the United States
with her children while her hushand re-
mained in China. The day of Pearl Harbor,
Rev. Dixon was interned in a Japanese
concenfration camp, where he spent three
vears. Rev, Dixon was returned home on
the second trip of the Gripsholm.

After the war, Mrs. Dixon and their
three children returned to China, But the
trip was not a smooth one as their boat
was hit by a storm and they were all but
lost at sea.

In the winter of 1947 the Dixons wil-
nessed the Communist invasion. She de-
seribes it thus: “We were ‘liberated” the
hard way, 27 direct hits of shells came
on to our Mission Station. Our city was
besieged and we knew war at its worst
We stayed on to see what communism
really was to mean to China, but finally
I evacuated with the three children, in
June, 1950."

Speaking of Indonesia as a new nation,
she says there is “none of the rush and
split-second timing of activities that grips
vou in the States and saps the level of
yvour sense¢ of values. The people are clean,
their faces radiant with contentment., Now
thay communism has begun' to infiltrate,
tensions are rising, nobody dares to pre-
diet the outcome.™

Despite the comforts she has had to
sacrifice for her work, Mrs. Dixon says
she “still feels thiat missionary work in
any part of the world is still the most
challenging profession and way of service
offered to any young person. It is hard,
but I'd do it all over again.”

WU to Share in Steel
Financial Program

Willamette has been named as one of
42 institutions in the country to participate
in' the Bethlehem Steel Company’s new
program of financial assistance to privately
endowed colleges and universities which
“approaches the problem of aid to educa-
fion from a new standpoint.”

“The novel feature of the plan,” said
E. G. Grace, chairman of Bethlehem Steel.
“is that it provides for financial assistance
to the selected colleges on the principle
of value received.

“If our industrial progress is fo con-
tinue, more and more educated men are
going to' be needed, and it is important
the colleges be in a position to supply
them.”

The company is offering financial aid
to 42 institutions, including seven west
coast universities, in proportion to the
number of their men who shall be selected
by Bethlehem in its annual training pro-
gram for college graduates, The amount of
the payment for each graduate has been
set at $3,000.

Prof Smith Retires
After 37 Years Service

Ray L. Smith, professor at Willamette
College of Law for 27 years, and a gradu-
ate of 1013, was honored at a noon lunch-
eon May 21 in the Senator Hotel.

Paying tribute to Prof. Smith, who re-
tires in June, were approximately 100 uni-
versity graduates now engaged in the legal
profession in Salem and members of the
present law school student body

Appearing on the Iluncheon program
were Circuit Judge George Duncan, Dean
Seward Reese and Paul Dally, president of
the law school student body. Harry Slack,
freshman law student, was in charge of
the event.

Starting Rhis long-time career al Willam-
ette in 1909, Prof. Smith received his BA
degree from the university in 1913, then
enrolled in the law college for two years,

He took his third vear of law al Yale
University where he received his LL.B. de-
gree in 1916. At Yale he studied con-
stitutional law under William Howard Taft.

The eduecator joined the Willamette f{ae-
ulty as a speeial lecturer immediately fol
lowing his graduation from law sechool. In
1935 he was named a full-time professor
of law. From 1942 to 1946 he served as
acting dean of the schaool.

He was e¢ity attorney of Salem from 1921
to 1925 and was elected to the city's first
water (.'l}l']"]!'!'liF!\'ilf‘Jl'l.

While a student at Willamette, Prof.
Smith composed songs for four Freshman
Glee productions. His “Dear Old Willam-
ette,” written in 1911, took first place
honors and was later published. Proceeds
from the sale of this song were used to
purchase the universityv's famous Senior
Bench whieh has played a part in the his-
tory of eyvery Willamette class since that
time. (Currently the whereabouts of the
bench is tnknown, the junior class being
suspected of the mystery.)

“Few men have given as much of them-
selves to an institution,” said Dean Reese,
“as has Ray Smith in his service and de-
votion to the college of law and the uni-
versity

CONSTITUTION OF THE
WILLAMETTE UNIVERSITY
ALUMNI ASSOCIATION
ARTICLE 1
Name

The pname of this organization shall
be the Willamette University Alumni
Association,

ARTICLE 11
Purpose

The object and' purpose of this Asso-
ciation shall be to foster good will among
its members, promote the general wel
fare of Willamette University and its
affiliated colleges, and cooperate with
the administration of said institution in
attaining worthy objectives,

ARTICLE III
Membership

The active membership of this Asso-
ciation shall consist of the persons who
hold one or more degrees from Willam-
efte University or its affiliated colleges,
and ex-students who have completed two
or more vears ail Willamette University.

The president, professors and teachers
of Willamette University and its affiliat-
ed colleges shall be honorary members
of the assoeiation by virtue of their of-
[ices.

ARTICLE IV
Officers
Section 1

The officers of this Assoeiation shall
consist of a President, Vice President,
Secretary-Treasurer, and the three elect
ed members of the Executive Committee
hereafter provided.

In each even-numbered year the Pres-
ident, Vice-President and Seeretary-
Treasurer shall be eleeted for a term
aof two years, and until their successors
are elected and qualified.

The Executive Committee of the As-
sociation shall econsist of the officers,
the immediate past-president, those
members of the Board of Trustees of the
University elected by the Alummni Asso-
ciation, and the Director of Alumni Af-
fairs,

Each year one member of the Execu-
tive Committee shall be elected for the

term of three years, and mntil his sue-
cessor is elected and qualified. Each
vear two members shall be elected (0
the Board of Trustees of Willamette
University, each to serve for a term of
three yvears or unfil a successor shall be
elected and qualified. Should a vacancy
veeur at any time among the members
of the Board of Trustees elected by the
Alumni Association, it shall be filled at
the next regular election of the Associa-
tion.
Section 2

The President of said Association shall
perform the fisual funclions of presiding
at all meetings of the Association and
perform other duties usually evolving
upon a president of an association of
this character. He shall furthermore
appoint, not later than April 1st of each
year, a nomination committee of five
members.,

The Vice President shall perform the
special duties assigned to him by the
Executive Committee and he shall also
be chairman of the social functions of
the Association.

The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep a
record of the proceedings of each meet-
ing and bhave charge of all books and
records belonging to the Assoeiatiot,
conduet its correspondence, and have
charge of all funds, paving out money
upon requisition of the Executive Com-
mittee or the President and making a
full report of the financial conditions of
the Association at the annual business
meeting in June of each year, and at
such other times as may be directed by
the Executive Committee.

Section 3

The election of the Officers and
Trustees shall be by mail and shall be
conducted as follows: In the Winter
issue of the Alumnus of each year the
Alumni Office shall mail a nominating
ballot to each member of the Associa-
tion, such ballot to contain a hist of the
offices to be filled with a blank in which
the member may write one name in
nomination for each office.

These nominating ballots shall be re-
turned to the Director of Alumni Affairs
not later than April 15th following, who
thall deliver them to the Nominating
Committee, This Committee shall place
upon the ballot the names of not less
than two nor more than five persons as
candidates for each of Lhe respective ol-
fices to be filled; at least two nominees
for each office shall be from the names
submitted hy members as nominees for
such office. When the ballots are so
prepared the Alumni Office shall mail
one ballot to each member of the Asso-
ciation.

All ballots shall be marked, signed
and returned to the Director of Alumni
Affairs by the voters not later than May
20th, following receipt of the ballot, and
the Director of Alumni Affairs shall
then deliver said ballots to the canvas-
sing board consisting of the secretary
and three olher alumni members ap-
pointed by the President. Any member
of the Alumni Assoeiation shall be per-
mitted to be present during the can-
vassing of the bhallots.

The candidate receiving the highest
number of votes for each respective of-

-~

fice shall be declared elected and the
secretary shall notify each elected can-
didate by mail.

ARTICLE V
Loyalty Fund
Any member of the Association who
contributes five dollars ($5.00) or more
to the Loyalty Fund of Willamette Uni-
versity shall be entitled to receive the
Willamette Collegian for one year.

ARTICLE VI
Meetings

There shall be two regular business
meelings of the Association each year at
times to coincide with Homeconiing and
Alummni Day, the time and place of meet-
ings to be determined by the Executive
Committee,

ARTICLE VII
Amendments
This constitution may be amended by
two-thirds vote of members present aft
any regular meeting of the Association,
provided that due notice is given al least
fifteen days prior to the submission ‘of
said proposed amendment by publishing
the same in at least one issue of the
Alumnus.
