Largely Due to the Growing Competition

in Athletic Sports.

An interesting development of the
spirit of athleticism in high schools and
colleges is to be observed in the note-

worthy decline of in this
part of the land. This decline indeed
it is a decline and fall has been marked
in the past few years, in colleges and
seminaries which had long been con-

sidered almost impregnable strong-

holds of and which were

under the control of a denomination
which was supposed to be committed
to the perpetuity of that system.

Thus Wesleyan University, after
many years of experience with it, de-

cided to abolish altogether
while Dickinson Collegs, hesitating at
so radical a step, at least placed a strict
limit upon the proportion of women

students to be received. These are both
Methodist Episcopal institutions. And
now in the past few days two of the
chief preparatory schools of that de-

nomination in this part of the country
have moved in the same direction, Pen-

nington deciding henceforth to receive
only boys and Hackettstown to accept
only girls. It may be added that a year
or two ago Peddie Institute, one of the
foremost Baptist schools, abandoned

and became a school for
boys alone.

Now the reason for these changes, as
frankly stated by the authorities of

most if not all of the institutions in

question, is not moral or intellectual,
but financial. It is not considered, as
some have affected to regard it, a crime
or a moral lapse to educate boys and
girls in the same institutions, nor is the
maintenance of morals and discipline
more difficult in than in
separate schools. Neither has it been
found impracticable to give the two
sexes satisfactory instruction in the
courses and classes. But it is frankly
confessed that profitable patronage
cannot be secured for a
school. It is increasingly difficult to
get students for such institutions, and
also to charge as high fees for their tui

Hundred," of these
men announced then that it was their
purpose to remove their families to the
land as soon as it was subject to entry,

importance of this inux of citizenship
to the Nortnwest cannot be d.

Irrigation ha? built up communities
in a season, and towns have sprung up
by the side of federal irrigation pro-

jects like mushroom but the spectacle
of whole communities staking out land,
setting tent stakes and building homes
simultaneously, is one which is prac-
tically new in tne history of the world

While much intere it was manifested
in this territory tnroughout the U lited
States at the time of the drawing, rail
perhaps definite information regarding
the land is not, even now, out of place

The Coeur d' Alene reservation con-

sists of five hundred and ten thousand
acres of land much of which is high
class agricultural land. Thousands of

acres of it have been cultivated by the
Indians, or leased by them to white
men, for nearly a score of years.

About two hundred thousand acres
of this cultivated land will be settled
on the eventful day of April 1, 1910.

Great stretches of the finest white pine
forest in all Idaho occupy the moun-

tain sides, surrounding Coeur d' Alene
and border the streams which empty
into it.

However, the finest of this forest
land was not included in the land open
for settlement.

The reservation has a length of about
forty-tw- o miles north and south and an
appioximate width of twenty-eig- ht

miles. It is bounded on the west by
the Washington-Idah- o state line with
the extreme northern point about due
east of Rockford, Washingto-i- . Its
northern boundary runs east a few
miles and then turns southeast across
Lake Coeur d' Alene and extends to
the southeast of Hairison, Idaho, about
seven miles. From this point the south
em boundary extends southwesterly to

the state line.

Two railroads cross the reservation
from east to west. The Oregon Rail-

road and Navigation Company's line
to Wallace passes over the southern
end, and the Chicago, Milwaukie &

Puget Sound crosses about the middle,
reaching Washington at Tekoa. Lake
Coeur d' Alene and the St. Joe river
furnish water transportation to the in-

terior. The northern end of the reser-

vation is but twenty-fiv- e miles from

It is open to
navigation on a large scale already.

The bench lands produce wheat

On the west the reservation joins the

famous Palouse country, where for
many years immense crops of grain
have been grown and farmers have be-

come independent. Much of the reser-

vation prairie land is of the same qual-

ity as that of thePalouse, and will be
worth fifty to one hundred dollars per
acre as soon as a crop has been har-
vested. In many places near the state
line Indians have built splendid homes
and have imitated the successful grain
growers in most of their methods.

The history of the Coeur d' Alene
reservation dates back to the adminis-

tration of General Grant. The Coeur
d' Alene Indian had no permanent
home, although they had always been
fiiendly and square with the white
settlers though they were driven from
one hunting ground to another. The
Grant administration gave the Indians
the chioce of selecting land either in

Washington or Idaho. With an inti-

mate knowledge of the entire country
they chose the lands lying near the
Coeur d' Alene, taking enough of the
prairies to insure grazing lands for
