Established nine vears ago this system allows activity
heads to build for the future if they wish. It is true that stu-
dents may not receive direct benefit for fees paid in upon
somne occasions. Just as often, however, they reap the reward
supplied by the savings of students who went before them.

The intra-mural fund isa good example. The argument
has been advanced that this fund should be cut because it was
not entirely spent this year, There was not opportunity to
spend the money alloted for proper benefit to the intra-mural
program.

TJust as soon s sufficient interest is shown, softball,
tennis. and even golf will receive money from this fund. When
the time comes the money will still be there. The result will
he new tennis courts and prepaid green fees.
