a literature and especially a great lit-

erature is incomparably the best." (II.
Taine, "History of English Literature."

To every social organization corre-

sponds a certain conception of litera
ture and a certain literature. And as
the social environment has been in con-

tinual change so has the literature.
In the mediaeval period, in that time

of religious mania and perverted ideal-

ism, when supersition was regnant,
the attention of mankind was directed
to everything but precise and experi-
enced facts.

It is in these forceful sentences that
Taine depicts that epoch: "For seven-

teen centuries a deep and sad thought
had weighed upon the spirit of man;
first to overwhelm it; then to exalt and
weaken it; never losing its hold through
out this long space of time. It was
the idea of woakness and decay of hu-

man races, Greek corruption, Roman op-

pression, and the dissolution of the
ancient world had given rise to it. This
epoch in its turn produced a stoical
resignation, an epicurean indifference,
Alexandrian mysticism and the Chris-

tian hope for the kingdom of God. 'The
world is evil and lost, let us escape by

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iieve that sensitiveness is higher de-

veloped in the writer but, as an intelli-
gent critic said, that superior quality is
the power of expression, of composition.
And so, really, it is. We see a sunset,
sunrise or other natural phenomena.
We are deeply iniprossed, but are un-

able to express in words the sensation
felt. "How beautiful it is," or some
kindred words are the only expressions
we are able to utter, and these are far
from making people understand the
beauty of 'the scene and the intensity
of the impression.! It-is- the writer only
who, though impressed almost in the
same degree, is able to draw a plastic
picture of the landscape so as to make
us realize the beauty of the sight and
the depth of the impression. 'Hence, to

the conception of a poet inspired mod-

ern psychology opposes the ' conception
of a poet-man- , a man higher developed
psychically of course.

Along with evolution of science and
as a cause of it, goes evolution of so-

ciety, democratization of institutions.
The struggle for existence becomes
more accute; other sufferances than the
imaginary ones of Abelards and Hejois-e- s

are brought forth.
The modern man arises, of whom

Taine says: "Impelled by two senti-

ments, one democratic, other philoso-

phic, from the shallows of his poverty
he 'exerts' himself to rise, lifting the
weight of established society and ad-

mitted dogmas, disposed either to de-

stroy or to reform them, and at once
generous and rebellious."

As the result of these changes the
tendency of literature is no more to
shut its eyes before the world; the pop-

ular tide is advancing and literature
descends from its higher spheres to
reality.

To the romanticism of Hugo follows
the realism of that great genius Zola.

Like a physician he dissects modern so-

ciety. The soul of the people, hitherto
a mystery to us in its various manifes-

tations, is the object of his studies.
Tolstoi, Ibsen, Daudet, Gorgi, Ilaupt-man- n,

Zudermann and others are fol-

lowing the same path.
In the American literature, too, the

stories of Hiawatha follow those pow-

erful stories of real life of London,
Wells and others; and in the English
literature, besides the phalanx of writ-

ers of past decades we find today that
great truth-telle- r, Bernard Shaw.

insensibility, amazement, ecstacy.' Thus
spoke philosophy. And religion com-

ing after it accounted, 'Prepare for the
kingdom of God is near.' Foi a thous-
and years universal ruin incessantly
drove still deeper into their heart this
gloomy thought. In place of free creed,
enforced orthodoxy, in place of moral
fervor fixed religious practices; in
place of the heart and stirring thought,
outward and mechanical discipline such
are the characteristics of the middle
age."

No wonder then that social environ-
ment corresponds to the conception of
"art for art's own sage"; conception
which considers the "poet a sort of di-

vine being, who shutting his eyes and
ears to all that is facts, lets his imag-

ination wander in the higher spheres,
wherefrom he receives inspiration. And
the literature of that time, character-
ized as romanticism, bears the impress
of that environment and conception. To

depart as much as possible from facts,
to create heroes a la Don Quiote, to de-

scribe sentiments that exist in imagin-

ation only, on one hand to limit their
sphere of action to courts, kings, mon-arch- s,

princes and nobles; to despise

the mass, the people at large, on the
other hand, this is the tendency of that

; 'literature.
The detrimental and pernicious influ-

ence of such literature is thus given by
Kuslrin: "Whereever 'art is' practiced
for its own sake and the delight of the
workman is in what 'he does and pro-

duces instead of in what he interprets
or exhibits, there art has an influence
of the most fatal kind on brains and
heart, and its issues, if yong so pur-

sued, in the destruction both of intel-

lectual power and principles." But hu-

man society and human knowledge ad-

vance. To that epoch of aristocracy
and superstition follows the enlight-

ened nineteenth century , with its dis-

coveries. The triumph of science and
democracy changes the face of the
world and, simplicity, the face of liter-
