The lucky men were Elmer Harrold
and George Luthy (the cad), Carl Mau and Mac
Barr, who were on their way to an eastern training
station.

The accompanying story in The Daily News went
on to tell how Cadet Gib Kister, showing true Wil-

lamette spirit, had heard that Mayor Kclley went out
of his way to help servicemen, so Kister sent him a

telegram, which read "A contingent of Navy cadets
arriving on train 22 from West Coast have seen no
girls for three days and two nights stop. Would en-

joy hearty welcome by 33 hostesses at station.'' He
further volunteered to take all blame in case they
got in trouble.

Instead of getting into trouble, they got girls!
Mayor Kelly forwarded the telegram to the Service
Men's Center, and they scurried around the building
hunting up pretty girls.

to have developed. This phenomena is hap-

pening not at Willamette alone, but it is the
general feeling on the campuses of all the
colleges throughout the country.

To the former students, there will be a

minor problem in readjusting themselves to
the new conditions, but this should not
prove too difficult, for it is said that college
men and women are known for their versa-

tility. To the freshmen, the problem of re-

adjustment will come after the war is won,
and that should be a rather simple problem
unless some go to the extreme.

Therefore with the problem viewed in a

general manner, all must strive to outdo
the conditions confronting them and be de-

termined that this year will be one of the
biggest for WU, both academically and so-

cially, then each individual will gain from
this new experience something basic and
worthwhile.

Senior men are
again in the minority with a to-

tal of eight while there are 38
women representing the senior
class. Added to the total of civil-
ian classes are the 258 navy men
who will become members of
the four classes. There are five
in the law school, five graduate
students and 15 special students.

It was found that nearly 100
of those students eligible and
for whom it was possible to re-

turn to school, are back on the
campus. Nearly all former stu-

dents not returning to the cam-
pus are now in the armed serv-
ices, according to reports.
