county. He was a charter mem-
ber of the country club, served
as major of Silverton in 1911-1-

and at the time of his death
he was a member of the water
commission there.

Mr. Brown is survived by his
mother, Mrs. E. J. Brown; his
wife, Esther Brown; and three
children, Lowell of Corvallis, Del-m-
