After graduation,
the musical class which "wanied to pep things up," didn't
lose contact with Glee and is still eagerly sending sugges-
tions for improvement to a Gles Manager of lifty years later.

historical sketch

In 1908, three ingenicus students of the freshmon class of 1812 orig-
inated what we know os Freshman Glee, then called College Glee.
These three were Jimmie Oaks, "Brick” Hearrison, end R, V. Ellis. The
Freshmem class was victorious in the first Glee held in Waller Hall, and
the firzt glory wos awarded by the presentation of the Glee bonner to
this clems by Mr. G. H. Patterscn, former dean of music at Willamatte.
Because the freshmen were the winning class, they were awarded the
banner for their cutsionding all-around performance,

In 1912, marching was incorporated and is still corried on as a tra-
dition of the song contest. The senior class established the wearing of
caps and gowns in 1916. In the following year Dr. Doney, a Willamette
president, announced the winner of Glee. ]‘{ was then decided, due io a
difficulty of acquiring a basis for judyging, that a mutual type of song be
sung by all classes, turthering the bases for competition. In 1924, the
gym took the place of Waller Hall for Glee.

And the years rolled by, each characterized by the overwhelmin
spirit of sach winning Glee class; the freshmen won Silver Glee in 1933,
A remarkable young women named Helen Brenner wrote the for
the twenty-fifth Glee and went on to win for her class for the nm
vears with her cutstending songs,

Tradition grew out of the repetition of Glee and increased class par-
ticipation and song writing enthusiasm. Willamette life goi further
recognition when "Life" published an article on Glee in 1938. Words and
music became the essence of Glee ond were judged corefully, while
parodies were limited to three for each class.

In 1847 brighter dress colors were used in the formations which were
being restricted for their movement. Fortieth Glee brought a revival of
the "“whiskerino” contest, while participants reverted back to traditional
uniform dress—the men in dark clothes, the women in white,

The years have brought new students and new spirit. The steps of
Waller creaked louder, emd the rain came down upon new generations.
In 1951 Glee was recorded for the first time for those who wanted to
keep its apirit alive.

Golden Glee is upon us today with the enthusiosm ond emotion of
the memy who have worked on iis presentation with the old ferver that
many todoy con remember in the not-so-distont post. The fight song
theme iz renewed, and slides and a complete recording are being in-
corporated this year as a lasting memento of this presentation.
