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OUR ATHLETIC MORTALITY RATE

Football dope now oceupies as an important place on the sport
page a8 the world series and will soon push that classic into sporl
history along with other events of the dim past. 'I'he most of the
fuotball news stories which have appeared to date take the form
of forecasts and when they issue from cosching headquarters
the prognosticators invariably embellish their urticle with several
vards of unnecessary crepe.

However, when it comes to spreading the gloom, the article
by L. H. Gregory which appeared in the Oregonian of a few days
pravious according to its own admission “takes the grand special |
cake-walk and every other prize.” The story deals with the
foothall prospects of Willamette University and more specifically
with the high mortality rate of our football team of last vear.

According to the figures which the writer quotes, from a squad
of about twenty_five men three were lost by graduation, three by
transfer, and thirteen flunked out. These figures are too near
being correct to be passed over or discounted as the usual bear
story.

When from any group of twenty-five college men, selected on
the basis of any particular interest, over half of them drop out
or are dropped within one year, something is wrong, and for
anyone vitally interested in the welfare of the university it is
4 matter of grave consideration even thoiigh a fnal answer o
explanaton cannot be found.

We might proceed to blame the faculty, or we might praise
them. We might direct vur criticisms toward some other object,
but it would be in vain. The facts have been stated, but to pro-
ceed to try to place the blame would be impossible as well as
useless, {

The situation demands the best cooperation of all concerned—
faculty, coaches, athletes, and the student body as a whole. It
is only through the effort of these groups that an improvement
can be effected.

BARBER SHOP PHILOSOPHERS

Robert Louis Stevenson-in his essay, “An Apology for Idlers,”
advances some thoughts which although the; are heredy from
the standpoint of the most of faculty instruction, are nevertheless
suggestive of some ideas which might lead to a more rational as
well as a more sympathetic understanding of the daily program
of the average student. As he says, “Idleness so called, which
does not consist in doing nothing but in doing a great deal not
recognized in the domgatic formularies of the ruling class, has
as good a right to state its position as industry itself.”

Oxford has for many years been graduating the men who have
been the leaders of the British Empire in industry, literature, and
slatesmanship. Cecil Rhodes was only an Oxford pass man, but
even in his intensely practical life of empire building he always con-
sidered his time spent at Oxford as well invested. Much as he
admired and studied the classies, they were not the outstanding
thing in his student life. His biographer, Basil Williams, gives
{he following explanation: “But to Rhodes, as to most university
men, teachers however inspired sand lectures however sublime
were not the most valuable part of Oxford life. The freedom
and unconventionality of the undergraduate, untramelled as he
is by pompous precedent, yvet insensibly moulded by a tradition
of fastidious scholarahip and exact research of truth, the interm-
inable discussions wherein generation after generation of Oxford
men renew the investigation of common beliefs in politics, re-
iglon, and morals, and constantly bring currents of fresh air into
the nation's creeds—all this delighted and impressed him."

College instead of being a preparation for life is life itself, and
life at its very best at that.
