In the Chapel for An Hour
of Inspiration.

vcrsity was the return Saturday of

Company with its large number of

Willamette men on their farewell
'visit before leaving for Long Island.

From the moment that the troop

train pulled in at 9 o'clock Saturday
morning until they departed Sunday

night at 10, all activity centered
about tho "soldier boys;." Greeted at
the depot by a large crowd of citi-

zens the company was escorted to
, the armory where a short informal
reception was held. At 3 1 o'clock
a drill was executed on the court
house grounds which was under the
direction of Captain Neer.

The peculiar mingling of an atmos-
phere 'of joy at the return with a
keen realization of the stern neces-

sity which will soon put the skill dis-

played to an actual test, accounted
for the soberness of the immense
crowd which intently watched every
movement of the men in action.

After the military drill had been
executed a banquet was served in the
Armory by the Patriotic League of

the city at which the members of
Company M were the honor guests.

President Doney acted as toast
master and a delightful program was

'given. '

The afternoon was largely devoted
to a football game between the a

Indian School School and
Company M.

As a fitting farewell on the part of

the Christian Associations of the
university, a vesper service was held
Sunday afternoon in Waller hall.

Harold Eakin presiding, expressed

the appreciation of the university for
the men who had gone into the serv- -

ice or the government in this time
of war. Charles Randall, former
president of the Y. M. C. A. made a

plea in behalf of the army work and
also expressed a hope that they
would all bo back in college within a

year. Prof. J. T. Matthews gave an
impressive and stirring talk on "The

i Moaning of All This."1 ' According to

his interpretation our mission is to
awaken the German nation from its
moral stupidity and"make the world
truly fine.

Victor Collins asked that tho uni-

versity p'eople at homo remember the
men In tho army and keep them in

touch with the homo atmosphere. He
'

asserted that the greatest danger in

army life was spiritual and moral
weakening. Miss Fannio McKennon
represented the Y. W. C. A. and as-

sured the men of Company M that
tho young women of tho university
were back of them now as they had
been In all other contests.

Hay Attebury, president-elec- t of
the Y. M. C. A., said that they could
not be back In school, they did not

the move they took, and were
in the war to the finish.

clared that the university fellows put
tho same spirit into their army work
as they had in their class "scraps."
He said that when they actually
faced battle they would go forward
witli the spear and throw down the
shield.

STATISTICS ARE

GIVEN IN FULL

Registration Facts of Some

Interest to All Have Been
Gathered and Sifted

Men Below Registration Age Are in
the Majority and tho Average of

All Students Enrolled Is 21.

Doubtless every young man would

like to learn the age of the girl with

whom he is keeping company. This

information, along with many other
items of statistical lore, is on file at
the office of the registrar, from
whence it has been produced at great
trouble and expence by "ye cub re-

porter" for the benefit of Collegian
readers.

To date 239 students have en-

rolled in Liberal Arts, ranking by
class as follows: Postgraduates, 1

man, 5 women; seniors, 10 men, 22

women; juniors, 8 men, 22 women;
sophomores, 17 men, 24 women;
freshmen, 39 men, 43 women. In
addition to these are ,G law students,
12 theologues and 31 music students
who are registered in Liberal Arts.

Ages vary from "sweet sixteen,
etc.," to, 34 for the women, and from
17 to 42 for the men, most of the
students being between the ages of
17 and 24. The greatest number,
both of men and women, are found
at 19, 16 men and 27 women being
of this age. The average ago of all
students enrolled is 21, being the
same for both men and women. The
effect of the war is shown in the
fact that well over two-thir- of the
boys are under the draft ago, their
avwage being brought up by the
number of law and theology students
of more mature age who are taking
special subjects.

Religious preferences are divided
among 14 various denominations.
Methodists form the large majoiil.v.
with 163. Presbyterians, Christians,
Baptists, Episcopalians. Congiega-tionalisls- ,

and Cathoilcs follow' in
order. Among the others are found
the Christian Science, Unitarian, and
the Temple Tieth Israel, of Portland.

Occupations of parents, as listed,
show that, people from 33 various
walks of life have entrusted their
sons and daughters to "Willamette
university, come first with
4!), while ministers follow with 32.

More, money is made in the United
States by these 25,000,000 producers
than by the comparatively few cap-

italists. Hig business gets into the
newspapers but all the profits of cap-

ital and large enterprise would fit
inconspicuously into our little friend
Twenty-fiv- e Million's pay envelope
and rattle around. That, in part, !s
why the war can best be won on the
little man's money. The remainder
of the reason for this fact lies in the
rule that the small earner is the
great consumer. Roth in the aggre-
gate and in proportion to what he
makes he uses up more than his
wealthy brethren. Only by his living
more sparingly can the country store
up within itself the .margin of re
sources for a really' jiiipjity exertion.

ily comfortable living. Finally the
family resolved, in 1884, to go on to
a homestead near Long Pine, Ne-

braska. Here Mrs. Lisle was the
head of a home establishment for 25
years, her husband being engaged in
the work of the ministry from place
to place as a Methodist itinerant. She
still did work for the church, as she
had opportunity, but it was more
particularly as a leader of the people
in the art of homemaking in a new
country, on the broadest and high-

est lines of Christian character and
Christian citizenship, that she now
Impressed her personality on the
community. On these lines Mrs.. Lisle
made for herself a name that can
never be forgotten in that part of
Nebraska, where a multitude of
people held her in highest esteem.
Having been brought upon a farm,
she was able to make the farm home
of the family an example that was
noted and recognized for many,
many miles.

Of her character and worth, and
her rank as a Christian woman, the
members of First Church, Salem,
and the faculty and student body of
Willamette university, with whom
she labored for so many years, will
say what may be in their hearts to
say. She has gone to the upper and
the greater glory, but her memory
abides with us. Those who knew her
best will miss her most. She died
on the morning of Wednesday, Oct.
17, the fifty-fourt- h anniversary of
her marriage, and in the seventy-sixt- h

year of her life.

MKS. JAMES LISLE

Sarah McCowan Camblin Lisle was

born at Johnstown, near Dayton,

Ohio, May 1, 1842. Her parents were

Methodist and she was brought up
in the church. She was baptized in
infancy by the Rev. James B. Finley,
one of the very noted fathers of
JVIethodism in Ohio, and in 1856, at
the age of 14 years, she was received
as a member of the chuich in full
form. For nearly sixlyy.eavs she was
in active service in the fthurch. At
the time of her marriage she was
assistnnt superintendent of the Sun-

day School of her home church
Mount Moriah, Birmingham Charge,
Iowa Conference.

Her family moved from Ohio to
Iowa in 1854, and for thirty, years
she was identified with the church
work in that state. On October 17,
1S63, she was married to James
Lisle, then pastor of the II. E.

church at Harlan, Iowa. Here, where
Mormons outnumbered all other
people, and where some of her neigh-

bors were horsethieves and murder-
ers, she began her more than a half
century of work at the wife of an
Itinerant Methodist minister.

Salem's business men, at a meet-

ing one week ago Tuesday, decided

to support the Collegian and the uni-

versity in every way possible.

Dr. Doney spoke in part as fol-

lows:
"I think Willamette university is

It has a circula-
tion of from 1800 to 2000 and is
sent to the high schools throughout
the state, to the alumni and a num-

ber of the citizens of Salem.

Advertising in
the Collegian is not a gift, as the
merchants get value received. There
are dozens of families come to Salem
each winter on account of the uni-
versity."

At the same meeting Hal D. Pat-to- n

said that the merchants were
loyal to Willamette but some
thought that the high school Clarion
and the Collegian could be dispensed
with. Mr. Patton said that he con-

sidered the campus a disgrace to the
city and that he had hoard some
unfavorable opinions about it. He
declared that be did not wi:;h to
knock but the merchants wished to
find out if the Collegian was an es-

sential partbf the university.
Dr. Doney acknowledged that the

campus was not as pretty as it
should be, but they bad only $ 10,IH)0
a year to run the university. Not a
professor was receiving tli salary he
ought to have, Dr. Doney vn'ul, and
yet he did not dare go in debt to fix
up the campus. There was one way

and that was to cut the salaries of
the teachers or to collect money
from the citizens. "We asked Mr.
Wallace ami Mr. Park to let us take
water from Mill street to get water
for the campus, but they told us
they did not care to establish a prec-

edent." Dr. Doney declared. "We
thought once of digging a veil, but
it would cost $300 to lay the pipes
and $300 a year for the water. We
just couldn't afford it. Wo need a

dormitory for the girls, and if (he
commercial club says the need for a
fine campus is greater than the
needs of the young women, it would
have great weight with the trustees."
