Jones Reveals
Views On Church

Voss Interview

Dr. E. Stanley Jones, world
famed Methodist missionary and
author, in. an exclusive Collegian
interview declared that Christian
ity must break from the decaying
order of capitalism and work for
a new world wide cooperative
commonwealth.

"Christianity would survive the
shock of a possible collapse of
Western Civilization although the

Lchurch might not," he said con'
cerning the present world crisis
Emphasizing the social as well as
the personal religion Dr. Jones
stated that the new goal of the
church is nothing less than the
Kingdom of God on Earth.

Here in Salem last week as a

representative of the National
Preaching Mission, Stanley Jones
spoke to an overflow crowd in the
Salem armory. In public a dra-

matic, powerful speaker, in pri-

vate he is a quiet, unassuming.
democratic man with a radiant
personality.

When questioned regarding
Mahatma Gandhi's influence in

Indian politics Dr. Jones said
"Gandhi, recently in the world
headlines as leader of the Indian
masses in peaceful strike against
Great Britain, has passed the po-

litical torch on to Dr. Ambcdkar
present leader of the Indian out-

casts. Ambedker leader of
outcasts according to Dr.

Jones has renounced the Hindu
religion as inadequate for their
needs and is now looking for a

new religion for his followers. Af-

ter an interview with t li e P o pe

who discouraged him from taking
immediate action about the plight
of the outcasts Ambedkar is now
seriously considering embracing
the Sikh religion.
