ed now is unity of organi-
zation rather .than unity
of the herd. We need org-

anization among the civil-
ian population, for total
war is fought by a whole

IN WAR EFFORT; PROPOSE 6 POINT PLAN

Important .modifications
of the freshman course in
western civilization for
next fall are being con-

sidered by a group of fac-
ulty members under the di-

rection of Dean Chester F.
Luther ml Walt Erickson,
dean of freshmen. The men
net Wednesday to discuss
several proposals that have
been made.

Although plans are still
tentative, the freshmen
wil probably meet in a
body once or twice a week
for lectures and once or
twice a week in smaller
recitation classes. Dif-

ferent professors would
conduct the recitations.

Also under consideration
is the question of whether
the course should be main-
ly historical or should'
serve as an introduction
to the social sciences.

leading off with the re-

commendation that every
able-bodi- ed student, man
or woman, should be placed
at once in a military re-

serve classification, ad-

ministrators of nearly 50
western universities and
colleges meeting at Palo
Alto last week, formulated
a. drastic six point program
of recorx.iendf tions to re-

medy what they termed "a
deplorable lack of coordin-
ated planning for utilisa-
tion of higher education
in the war effort."

The meeting of western
college leaders comprising
the ninth service command
commissions on college and
war problems was held under
the chairmanship of Stan-
ford Chancellor, Ray Lyman
Wilbur, reelected president
of the commission. Dean
Chester F. Luther attended

llamette I'niverslty repre-
sentative.

The other five recomme-
ndations growing out of the
administrators' demand for
drastic changes in select-
ive service methods to get
every student into his pro-
per wartime job, were as
follows:

2 Those students not in
training for essential war-

time work should be draft-
ed first.

3 Those studying to fill
a vital job in industry or
in the military service
should be allowed to co-
mplete their training.

4 The government should
extend its present contract
with colleges to train such
specialists as pilots, we-
lders, etc,

5 Teaching institutions
should be given priorities
to obtain essential teach-
ing apparatus.

6 The drafting of col-
lege students should be
undertaken under a. nation-
wide intelligent policy
that meets the approval of
the armed services and
the war manpower comis-sio- n.
