It wasn't compulsory, bwt per-

haps of the stu-
dent body turned out to attend
a rather spontaneous meeting in
Waller hall Monday afternoon.
The meeting was instigated by
somebody, who, I don't know, but
I have my suspicions; and I went,
and I even had an opportunity to
get in my 35 cents worth; for
the topic of discussion was, "what
should get into and why didn't
it get into" the Collegian.

Now it didn't take me long to
discover that the students pri-
marily in attendance were from
the drama, speech and news de-
partments, and that the students
from the first two departments
had an axe to grind with the news
department.

Briefly, the charges leveled by
the speech and drama students,
which gave rise to the discussion,
were, (1) the Collegian was en-
gaging in unethical newspaper
practices, specifically, printing
less objective and more biased
news stories, as for example, the
University Workshop disaffilia-
tion story and the Robert Scott
review of "R.U.R." in last week's
issue and (2) the Collegian was
negligent in that it failed to print
the debate team's first place suc-
cess in a recent College of Puget
Sound speech tournament.

Jack Gunn, speaking, as he
said, for Prof. Kirkwood, charged
that the Workshop story consti-
tuted a slap at a University de-
partment which was interested in
such activities as workshop pro-
ductions. Now the chances are
that 90 per cent of the Willam-
ette student body would fail to
find a "slap" in the story unless
they were acquainted with some
rather sensational details under-
lying the story, which, I found
out, consisted of petty bickering,
differences of opinion, etc., and
which, further, are not news-
worthy or ethical from my point
at. V!sy-a- g. 4 oevesian

I assume the other ten per cent
of the student body were

with the underlying de-

tails involved, and could prob-
ably find something wrong with
the story, although in my opinion
I think I am stretching the per-
centages in favor of this group.

Mr. Gunn also charged Robert
Scott with being prejudiced in
his review of "R.U.R." by reason
of not seeing eye to eye with the
drama department. Well, Mr.
Scott, regardless of personal
difference with the drama de-

partment, is certainly qualified
to write a review. Further, he
would not bias' his review on such
an account. Knowing Mr. Scott, I
rather suspect that he would
bend over backward to be com-
plimentary, in as much as he was
aware 'of the criticism which
would probably be and was
evoked.

Bud Corner, who opened the
discussion with the charge that
the Collegian was negligent in
not printing the debate team
story, had, in my opinion, the
only justifiable gripe. And since
Collegian Editor Eric Bergman
seemed to give a reasonable if
not satisfactory to some present

answer, the meeting could have
adjourned then and there with-
out any further charges.

Well, in the final analysis, and
speaking as an independent co-
lumnist, I strongly suspect that
certain individuals affected by
the "controversial news stories
have satisfied their egos to a cer-

At the meeting speech students
disputed the appropriateness of
the word "interpretation" in con-
nection with' the Workshop story.
Jack Gunn, claiming he spoke not
for himself but for the "absent"
speech professor, leveled the
charges. Kirkwood later denied
being represented by any speech
students at the gathering and said
they were speaking for them-
selves and not for him or the
speech and drama department.
Although Kirkwood said he left
his Monday speech classes early,
he admitted that he "might have
set the fuse" which led to the af-

ternoon meeting.
Shaw Dislikes Coverage

Phil Shaw, who also claimed
he was speaking for Kirkwood,
cited the i'act that "not a word"
appeared in the Collegian con-
cerning a recent Willamette vic-
tory at the CPS tournament.
