A Letter From An Alumnus.
A few days ago. one of the Al-

umnae of the University resid-

ing in this city, received a letter
from John It. Hume, '93. We
are permitted to make some ex-

tracts from the letter for the
benefit of those who were ac-

quainted with him. The letter
in part said :

Ten years have come and gone
since we met for a few short
months in the old college halls,
but they have not served to ef-

face, from my mind at least, the
pleasant memories of those days,
and your letter by the lust mail,
brief and pointed though it be,
rekindles in my mind the re-

flected light of those earlier
days on the sunset shore.

Probably you will be interest-
ed to know something of the
checkered career of your old
school fellow since we parted in
'93. When I left Salem I went
to California and located in San
Jose, intending to take up a
course in Leland Standford, Jr.,
when I met an English newspa-

per man who said he thought I
would succeed in the journalis-
tic line, so I went on the staff of
a British paper and sailed
about the Pacific Ocean, Atlantic
Ocean, a.nd Mediterranean Sea
for several months, attached to
a wur ship. I was in Honolulu,
Oahu, Hong Kong, Nagasaka,
and Valpairaso, on the Pacific.
On the Atlantic I was chiefly at
Tangier in Africa, Port Said in
Arabia, Dover and London in
England, and Edinburgh in
Scotland. While there I met
some of my kinsmen and found
that one of them, the present
Earl of Hume, was in Parlia-
ment as representative Peer
from Scotland.

Previous to this time I had
closed my contract with the
British Colonial Press Associa-

tion and completed my course
in Literature and in Arts in a
Jesuit University in this city-The- n

I went to London again
and took a course in St. Barth-

olomew's Hospital and the Royal
Hospital of the Diseases of

Childhood, which, through the
patronage of the Earl of Hume,
I was permitted to do as patron
student to the Prince of Wales,
now King Edward VII.
